Beloved, 
 

Over the past several months I have been offering 

reflections on the words of the Mass. As we bring 

2020 to a close, I would like to reflect on the words 

we utter before and after the Mass. 
 

We gather early in our pews to pray before Mass so 

we can shake off the hustle and bustle of our busy 

lives and re-focus on the miracle that is about to take 

place. We pause after the priest announces, “Go in 

peace,” to prepare our hearts for the return to a busy 

world that is our mission field, to which we bring 

God’s love for and acceptance of all.  
 

Many prayers can help us shift our attention away 

from our self-interest and towards the love of Christ. 

It can be as simple as the Jesus Prayer, “Lord Jesus 

Christ, Son of the Living God, have mercy on me, a 

sinner.” The rosary has been helping us for centuries, 

as well. Mass is a sacred time in a sacred space. If we 

can take a moment at the beginning and the end of 

Mass to calm our souls and prepare our hearts, we 

will be more ready for worship and ready to go forth 

with, “Thanks be to God!” on our lips. 
 

Allow me to share my Mass preparation time with 

you. After all my morning prayers and devotions, the 

Divine Mercy Chaplet then speaks to my heart in a 

different way just before Mass. It brings my attention 

to the richness of the Eucharist and the richness of 

God’s mercy. “Heavenly Father, I offer you the 

Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of your dearly be-

loved Son, our Lord Jesus Christ, in atonement for 

our sins and for those of the whole world. For the 

sake of his sorrowful passion, have mercy on use and 

on the whole world.” 
 

I have recently discovered another Mass meditation 

that speaks deeply to me:  
Soul of Christ, sanctify me.  Body of Christ, 

save me. Blood of Christ, inebriate me.  Water 

from the side of Christ, wash me. Passion of 

Christ, strengthen me.  O good Jesus, hear me. 

Within Thy wounds hide me.  Permit me not to 

be separated from Thee. From the malicious 

enemy defend me.  In the hour of my death call 

me. And bid me come unto Thee, that with Thy 

saints I may praise Thee forever and ever.
