Reflecting on Living the Gospel

Begirming with John the Baptizt's preaching, Luke situates the Christ-event ma
particular historical time and place, for, as be tells us m Acts 26:26, these things
did mot happen m a corner. And it iz precisely because of Luke's desime to give us
the historical details that scholars can be fairly confident of their dating. Luke citea
both civil and religious keaders to gituate the Christ-event m history The Emperor
Tiberius, »ho reigned from AD 14 to 36, succeeded Caesar Augustus, which means
that the fifteerith year of Tibermis’s reign could be amywhers from AD 27 fo 20 de-
pending on how one counts the years.

The historical details do muach in demonstrating that Jesus was a historical figure.
The Christ-event 3= not a mere myth like so many other Greek and Boman tales, Jesus
was a lnving, breathing Jewrish human being v ved in the Roman Empire in the
province of Judea. These things did not happen ina comer (of. Acts 26:26).

Oince the events are situated in their historical setbing, Luke combimaes the nar-
rative with the story about John the Baptist, whiose birth is moounted m the first
chapter. There we hear the story of Zechariah and Elzabeth having a child even
though Elmabeth is barren. It is Luke who essentially makes Jobn 8 cousm of Jesus,
a detail found nowhere else in the MNew Testament. The appellation of John as “son
of Zechariah" [Luke %2 15 a nod to the story I the first chapter.

These details alone—the historical zettmg and the farmilial relationship bebween
Jobn and Jesis—iell us we are dealmg with a unique author who has his own theo-
logical insights o comey. Luke is a gifted storyteller, theologian, and evangelist We
do well to read his story carefully.
