NINETEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
“BE KIND TO ONE ANOTHER, COMPASSIONATE, FORGIVING ONE ANOTHER AS GOD HAS FORGIVEN YOU IN CHRIST”

In the second reading for this Sunday’s Mass, we hear from Saint Paul’s Letter to the Ephesians. At the very
beginning of the reading, there is a line of Saint Paul that is very striking: he writes: “Do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God,
with which you were sealed for the day of redemption” (Ephesians 4:30). It seems strange to think that something that we
do — or something that we omit — can cause “grief” to God. Other translations of the same passage read: “Do nothing to
bring sorrow to the Holy Spirit.” It is a powerful thing to recognize that our behavior can have an impact upon God. God is all
powerful and almighty. How can anything that we mortals do impact the life of God. God always remains God and we don’t
hurt God’s feelings when we behave in a particular way. But God is close to us and very much concerned about us and our
lives.

Saint Paul’s real meaning behind “grieving” the Holy Spirit is meant to convey that God is not at all distant from us.
God is very intimately connected with all of our life and experience. God gives us every gift — the power of the Holy Spirit — so
that we are able to take the gifts that God gives us and use them for the right purposes. God does not want us to live
according to his law for the sake of his happiness but rather, for our joy. When we strive to do God’s we find happiness and
peace of heart.

Saint Paul provides a comprehensive list of things that we should avoid and attitudes and behavior that we should
make our own in order to use the gifts of the Holy Spirit wisely and well: “All bitterness, fury, anger, shouting, and reviling
must be removed from you, along with all malice. And be kind to one another, compassionate, forgiving one another as God
has forgiven you in Christ” (4:31-32). Paul very strongly directs us to avoid any kind attitude that destroys human
relationships and that is not conscious of human dignity.

Isn’t it noteworthy that Saint Paul gives all of us the exhortation to avoid “shouting and reviling.” It is cliché to say
that we live in the digital age. There is nowhere that information does not find us, where headlines are not instantly
communicated to us, nowhere that images, and sounds, and the word bombard us. The gift of constant communication gives
us the gift of instant access to information and the grace of being in constant communication with loved ones but can also
make us very hardened individuals through the constant shouting and sometimes crude content that we find in social media.

The digital age is can be a dehumanizing age. Differences of opinion become battles of for dominance and power.
Opposing points of view are translated into declarations of war against those with the opposite view. Perhaps | am being
judgmental, but as | look across various social media platforms, the sad truth is that so much of it is not of God. So much of it
is not even human. People, ideas, art, music, literature, relationships are often morphed and distorted into crude caricatures
of what they are meant to be. No longer, in many cases, does communication and information elevate discourse. Rather, it
cheapens and debases human dignity. Paul tells us that to live in the power of the Holy Spirit is to be “kind to one another,
compassionate, forgiving of one another as God has forgiven you in Christ.” No one is perfect and we all have moments
when we simply feel compelled in anger — or enthusiasm —in joy — or in sorrow to “post” our deepest feelings and invaluable
insights. Sometimes wisely. Sometimes not. But there is no substitute for kindness and compassion. No matter how we are
feeling.

As we listen to the conclusion of this week’s second reading from Ephesians, Saint Paul gives us some very uplifting
and worthy advice: “So be imitators of God, as beloved children, and live in love, as Christ loved us and handed himself over
for us as a sacrificial offering to God for a fragrant aroma (5:1-2). In freeing us from sin, in redeeming us, Christ has elevated
our human nature and made it possible for us to live as he does. Jesus suffered insult, rejection, and violence but never
returned such treatment in kind. As we live in the digital world and take to Facebook, or Instagram, or Twitter — and
whatever will come next — we can’t forget who we are and what we are meant to be. We are challenged by Paul to live in a
way that reflects our faith through the way that we treat one another. Another simple truth is that no one likes to be around
bitter, unpleasant people, in person or through social media. Let’s make the effort to do what we can in order to elevate
human discourse and social relationships — real and virtual — through the way that we treat one another.

Our Gospel Reading

The gospel acclamation for the Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time is a continuation of the theme that Jesus
expressed last week’s gospel reading from John’s sixth chapter: “I am the living bread that came down from heaven, says the

Lord; whoever eats this bread will live forever” (John 6:51). Jesus is the Living Bread who gives us his own Body and Blood to
strengthen us and to unite us to him for time and eternity. As the gospel begins this week, continuing in the sixth chapter of
John, we hear that as Jesus tells the crowds: “I am the bread that came down from heaven” (6:41) that “The Jews murmured
about Jesus” (6:41). The “murmuring” of those who find this pronouncement just too much to bear is very similar to the
“murmuring” of the Book of Exodus when the people of Israel were “murmuring” against Moses because of their hunger in
the desert. Now as Jesus calls himself the “Bread of Life” the people who are “murmuring” have immediately made the
connection between the “manna” of the Exodus and the bread that Jesus identifies personally as himself. This statement of
Jesus leads to the unleashing of a new kind of complaining in his own day: “Is this not Jesus, the son of Joseph? Do we not
know his father and mother? Then how can he say, ‘I have come down from heaven’?” (6:42). Jesus calls the crowd out on
their complaints: “Stop murmuring among yourselves. No one can come to me unless the Father who sent me draw him, and
| will raise him on the last day.” (6:43-44). Through the Bread of Life, the Body and Blood of Christ, we receive eternal life.

The Father does much more, now, than to provide a manna-like hoar frost to feed the people. The very Body and
Blood of the Son of God is given as the pledge of a hope filled life in this world and eternal life to come. Jesus doubles down
on his identification of himself as the Bread of Life for the murmuring crowd: “Your ancestors ate the manna in the desert,
but they died; this is the bread that comes down from heaven so that one may eat it and not die” (6:49-50). Jesus identifies
himself — personally — as the bread that has come down from heaven: “I am the living bread that came down from heaven;
whoever eats this bread will live forever; and the bread that | will give is my flesh for the life of the world” (6:51). There is no
way for us to overemphasize that statement made by Jesus. He feeds us with his Body and Blood in the Eucharist so that we
will be preserved unto eternal life.

The Eucharist should always be the source of consolation in the midst of sorrow and should be our companion in
time of joy — the Eucharist, the Most Blessed Sacrament is the presence of the Lord himself — there is nothing to fear because
he is with us. As we continue to reflect upon Jesus as the Bread of Life, | encourage you to take some time — when possible —
to spend some time with the Lord in the Blessed Sacrament. The few moments that we arrive before Mass are the best to
take some time for silent prayer. Often this is the only time that people have in the course of a week for peace and quiet —
and silent prayer.

Sometimes we enjoy the time that we see each other on Sundays before Mass that we really get enthusiastically
caught up in conversation. | find myself doing the same thing. It is important to try to remain at least somewhat conscious
that as we are in conversation others around us are trying to spend some time in prayer. Let’s try to be conscious of those
who are looking for some time for prayer and meditation before Mass and honor them with our silence or at least with much
lower voices.

A beautiful prayer before the Blessed Sacrament that can be used before Mass — or any time — is this:
Prayer to Jesus in the Holy Eucharist

My Lord Jesus Christ, Your Eucharistic presence teaches me how to love as you have loved me. In your great love for
me you continue to give yourself, body, blood, soul, and divinity in this sacrament of your love. As | pray here in your
Eucharistic presence, enkindle in me the fire of your gospel. Nourish me with your love and compassion, so that | may be
your living presence to all | meet. Amen.
