  The refrain of the Responsorial Psalm is: “The Lord upholds my life.”  The Psalmist prays for 
God’s help in a Ɵme of need: “Behold, God is my helper; the Lord sustains my life. Freely will I offer 
you sacrifice; I will praise your name, O LORD, for its goodness” (Psalm 54:8).  In all of our needs, God 
is with us.  God helps us to navigate the difficulƟes of life.  God also helps us to be open to the power 
of his grace so that we open our hearts to live in such a way that we are selfless ambassadors for 
Christ.  The LeƩer of James, in our second reading, gives us good pracƟcal advice on how to be 
bearers of God’s grace to one another: “Where jealousy and selfish ambiƟon exist, there is disorder 
and every foul pracƟce. But the wisdom from above is first of all pure, then peaceable, gentle, 
compliant, full of mercy and good fruits, without inconstancy or insincerity. And the fruit of 
righteousness is sown in peace for those who culƟvate peace” (James 3:16).  As Jesus preaches the 
Kingdom he emphasizes that our aƫtude cannot be imbued with as self-serving and self-
aggrandizing character that puts my needs and self-importance as the moƟvaƟng factor of life. Those 
aƫtudes diminish the power of faith and the joy of life.   
 
 The message of Jesus in the gospel reading for the Twenty-FiŌh Sunday in Ordinary Time 
presents us with a reflecƟon on the importance of being selfless: “If anyone wishes to be first, he 
shall be the last of all and the servant of all.” (Mark 9:35). As the Sundays of Ordinary Time Ɵck by at 
a faster and faster rate moving now to the door of autumn we are asked over and over again in the 
gospel readings to be certain of our commitment to be the Lord’s disciple. Jesus is clear in speaking 
to his disciples, and us, there is a firm commitment that must be made in the resolve to follow in his 
path. The Lord Jesus asks us “who is your guide along this path which entails carrying the cross?” The 
Lord asks us to look to his model of self-giving in order to stay on the path that leads to deeper 
friendship with him and to eternal life. 
 
 If we are divided in our goal to put Christ first in our lives, then we can find that we live with 
divisions in other parts of our life and even within our own mind and heart: “He will either hate one 
and love the other, or be devoted to one and despise the other. Jesus makes the point that emphasis 
of having the first please or immediate and constant recogniƟon of our efforts actually diminishes us.  
As the disciples walk with Jesus, they foolishly argue about what is most important: “What were you 
arguing about on the way? But they remained silent. They had been discussing among themselves on 
the way who was the greatest” (9:34).  In the kind of self-importance that the disciples reveal 
provides a revelaƟon of greed and the pursuit of wealth not as a means that produces good but as a 
false god that provides equally false security. The work of our lives as followers of the Lord is to 
concentrate our efforts not on things that pass quickly into obscurity and unimportance but to 
channel our energy to serve the needs of those who look to us for guidance and the light found in 
the person of Jesus Christ. 
 
 Making decisions is oŌen a very difficult task. To say “yes” to one thing oŌen means that we

will need to say “no” to something else. Decision making also requires clear thinking. It is difficult to 
make an important decision when we are emoƟonal drained, or Ɵred, frustrated, and disgusted. 
Good decisions are usually arrived at when we have had the Ɵme to think, reflect, and pray. 
Unfortunately, we do not always have that luxury; someƟmes we need to decide things immediately. 
That is why it is vital that we always keep ourselves grounded in the Lord and open to the prompƟng 
of the Holy Spirit. Every week we gather for the Eucharist to hear God’s word and to receive his Body 
and Blood in the Eucharist. We pray that our decision to be the Lord’s disciple, the most important 
commitment of our lives, will keep us so anchored in our faith in the Lord that even when we are 
called upon to make fast decisions, they will be the right decisions, the ones that are in keeping with 
the Lord’s will for us. 
 
 God gives each of us work to do in his Church; we each have a role given to us by God that no 
one else can fulfill. We pray to always be as generous with the giŌs that God gives us for the good of 
others so that we will be found to be his co-workers who have collaborated with God’s grace and 
thus have been open to the giŌ of salvaƟon that is given through our Lord Jesus Christ in the power 
of the Holy Spirit.
