*Sacred Heart Purgatorial Society: ($25 offering —12 Masses) Your loved one is included in our Purgatorial Society Masses for 1 (one)
year. The Mass for our enrollees is the first 5:00 pm Vigil Mass each month. A list of those enrolled is published in our bulletin the week
prior to the Mass celebration.

Heart School and campus at the end of the current school year.

Please join me in expressing sincere gratitude to Ms. Fasick for her contributions to our community
including serving as Principal for our students from K-8 during this transition year. She also brought a full
service day care for infants and toddlers along with a Pre-K instructional program for families in Oxford
and the surrounding area. We are thankful for her work for the good of the children at all levels of life and

With the continued support and guidance of the Foundation for Catholic Education, our Board of Limited
Jurisdiction, and the Office of Catholic Education the following steps will take place effective immediately
to continue the availability of Catholic Elementary Education in Southern Chester County:
