Days of Abstinence: No meat may be eaten on 
Ash Wednesday, all Fridays in Lent and Good Friday 
for all those who are 14 years or older.  (This does not 
end at age 60). 
 

Days of Fast: A limit of one full meatless meal on Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday (for all who are 18-60 
years old).   
 

Weekdays of Lent: There is no obligation to fast.  
However, voluntary acts of self-denial are always a 
great way to be more involved during Lent. 
 

Easter Duty Obligation: Every Catholic must  
receive Holy Communion and go to confession between 
the First Sunday in Lent and Trinity Sunday. 
 

Acts of Devotion:  are encouraged on a voluntary 
basis.  These may include spiritual study, Lenten  
Devotions, the Rosary, Stations of the Cross and deeds 
of mercy and kindness. Of course, the greatest prayer 
and to receive the greatest fruits of the Lenten season is 
by participating in daily  and Sunday Masses.   
 

Eucharistic Fast: You should fast one hour from 
foods and liquids.  (Water and medicine are exceptions 
to this fast).

Can we leave Auntie on the mantle?  

The reason why the Congregation does not  
permit the scattering of ashes is because people 
have come to see this as allowing a òfusionó of 
the deceased with nature, or that death is a form 
of liberation from the body.  These ideas  
unfortunately flirt with the New Age òReligionó 
and are not Catholic . Ashes cannot be scattered 
because it gives the appearance of pantheism, 
naturalism or nihilism which is opposed to  
Catholic teaching. Interestingly enough, the  
document stresses that Catholics who choose  
cremation for reasons òcontrary to the faith must 
be denied a Christian Funeral.ó So the pastor in 
Rhode Island was not incorrect from his decision, 
although technically, he still did not have the 
right to deny the Mass.  

So now the question of what will be done with 
my auntsõ (now I have two to take care of)  
cremated remains came into play.  

Finally, I offered my cousin the option of taking 
them both òhomeó to Newton and burying them 
in our cemetery.  At first, my cousin was  
concerned about the cost, but more so about not 
following the wishes of our aunt.  I told her that 
she was dead, God rest her soul, and now she 
knows what the proper and right thing was to 
do.  She reluctantly gave in and I was able to  
celebrate my auntõs Mass of Christian Burial and 
returned to New Jersey with two additional  
passengers in my back seat.  

So what does that mean for those who have their 
husbandõs, wifeõs, auntõs, uncleõs, Motherõs, 
Grandmotherõs ashes at home?  It means you 
have the obligation to bury them in sacred 
ground.  It means that they deserve the right to 
be buried in a cemetery and not placed upon a 
mantle like a trophy or sitting in some closet like 
an old pair of shoes you have not worn in years.   

What does it mean for those who have already 
scattered their loved oneõs ashes?  It means you 
have the obligation of going to gather them up? 
No,  but seriously, what has been done, we  
cannot change, but now that we know, we should 
not do it again.   

Burial of our loved ones is not only a Corporal 
Work of Mercy but it is our obligation to assure 
that they are placed in consecrated ground and 
that we continue to pray with and for them.  

May God have mercy on my auntõs souls and 
may the Lord give you and your loved ones His 
peace!  

Two weeks ago, I had to return to Rhode Island to 
bury my motherõs sister (my Godmother) who  
after a long sickness, died at the age of 86.   
Although we were not very close, it was my  
obligation and duty to return òhomeó and bury her 
as I did her husband many year ago, who was my 
Godfather .   

Before I arrived, there was a huge discussion  
between the Funeral Director and my cousin (who 
was taking care of my auntõs burial arrangements). 
Because it was my auntõs intention of having her 
ashes scattered with her sisterõs ashes (which sat 
on the mantle for over three years) the funeral  
director told her that the church would not allow 
for a Funeral Mass.   

At first, I was shocked that a funeral director 
would get involved in such a discussion and  
also because the pastor had no right to put such a 
condition on a Mass of Christian Burial. However, 
I was at the same time proud that my brother 
priest took a stand on doing the right and proper 
thing for my aunt.  

For almost 2,000 years, the Catholic Church has not 
permitted cremation for its faithful.  However,  
in 1963, the Church allowed for cremation as an 
alternative over the burial of a body (as long as its 
intention was not against the Catholic faith).   
Initially, the body had to be present in the church 
for the Mass of Christian and only then could the 
body be taken for cremation and buried in  
consecrated ground.   

Since that time, some Catholics have not been  
properly dealing with their loved ones remains.   
It has become a very common practice (as it was 
my auntõs wish) to scatter their ashes in a favorite  
vacation spot, a quiet lake or even the most  
popular place, Disney.  

Another new tradition has entered into the  
funeral business and that is the separating of ashes 
and putting them into key chains, necklaces,  
lockets and the like.  To which I always ask, òIf the 
person who died were not cremated, would you 
cut up their body and give everyone a piece to 
keep?ó   Usually, there is not a response to this  
inquiry!  

This is why the Congregation for the Doctrine of 
the Faith issued new guidelines for cremation in 
the Catholic Church in 2016.  They are the  
following:  

1.)  Ashes may not  be separated or scattered  
anywhere.   

2.) They must be kept intact (the same as one  
would treat a body).  

3.) They should remain in a proper vessel that is 
interred in a proper place (which is a  
cemetery or mausoleum).
