Should I be worried?  

the normal double talk took place;  ñIt has different meanings 
to different people.ò  More confusion donôt you think?   
The problem with this type of thinking, this type of theology, 
this type of nativism is that it is not only non-Catholic, but in 
reality, it is anti-Catholic.  While the Church is certainly open 
to the vox populi (the voice of the people) it does not have to 
agree with or accept heresy nor more than it does paganism. 
And this native theology is both!  
Maybe the in hiding Archbishop Vigano was correct once 
again, when he stated that ñChrist is absentò from the synodôs 
working document.  Cardinal Raymond Burke (former Prefect 
of the Apostolic Signatura and Patron of the Sovereign  
Military Order of Malta and recently sidelined by Pope  
Francis) described the synod as: ñA direct attack on the  
Lordship of Christ.ò  Cardinal Gerhard Muller (who served as 
the Prefect of the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith 
óCDFô from 2012-2017) stated that ñJesus has been chased out 
of the synod and that various leaders of the synod view our 
Lord as an out of touch man.ò  Of course, all of these prelates 
to say the least, are to the right of Orphan Annie (meaning  
conservative). However, I think their comments are worthwhile 
in mentioning. Because it seems that there has been a huge 
divergence (some may say schism) between the papal  
leadership of Pope Benedict XVI and our present Holy Father 
Pope Francis I.  It does not take a genius in Church history or 
ecclesial politics to come to this deduction.   
The real problem that I see is the lack of precision and clarity 
in the Vaticanôs press releases and answers to questions from 
journalists.  To say the least, the pontificate of Pope Francis 
began as the ñgreat white hopeò (pun intended) of our Church 
which seems to have lost any real connection with the faithful 
(especially the youth) over the past several decades. The new 
non-Italian, non ñcompanyò man promised to be a more  
pastoral, loving and to lead a more open-minded Church.  
The problem is that I think he has ñthrown the baby out with 
the bathwater.ò  It was Pope Paul VI who had called for the 
Church to open her windows and breathing the fresh air at the 
Vatican Council.  Unfortunately, it seems (especially at times 
like these) that many Vatican hierarchy had sought to not only 
open the windows but break them all as well.  
My personal problem with this Amazon Synod is that it took 
three weeks to discuss matters that affect less than five percent 
of our Universal catholic Church. Whereas, the October 3-28 
Synod on ñYoung People, Faith and Vocational Discernmentò 
meeting to additionally discuss the sexual abuse crisis in the 
Church, only addressed this one important issue in  
passing.  An issue that affects 90% of the Universal 
Church.  (An interesting note that in this synod, the (former) 
Cardinal McCarrickôs name was never mentioned once).  
Therefore, as I return to my original question of whether this 
woman should be worried or not.  I will not take the easy road 
that the Pope took on the plane when questioned about the  
sexual abuse crisis concerning (former) Cardinal McCarrick, 
but rather, I will take the high and less traveled road and  
honestly say, ñYes, you should be worried.ò   
But do not lose your faith, as Jesus reminded us in Saint Johnôs 
Gospel ñDo not let your hearts be troubled, have faith in God 
and have faith in meò (John 14:1) and then ñAnd I tell you that 
you are Peter and on this rock I will build my Church and the 
gates of hell shall not prevail against itò (Matthew 16:18).   
So, keep praying for your Church, keep praying for your Pope 
and keep praying for clarity, honesty, transparency and  
genuine (orthodox) Catholic teaching.   
 

Someone asked me this past week ñFather do I have to worry 
about what is going on in the Church?ò To which I replied: 
ñWhich part of it?ò She then said: ñAbout the whole Amazon 
Summit situation which the Pope is doing.ò  
For those of you who do not know, Pope Francis recently held a 
three-week bishopôs assembly (known as a synod) for the  
Pan-Amazon Region (in South America) held at the Vatican.  
This synod focused on the environment and the indigenous  
peopleôs rights to the land and their traditions.  Over 185 bishops 
(mostly from that area) along with scientists and environmentalists 

attended.  
Some of the real ñhot buttonò issues addressed in the synod were: 
1.) Whether the Church might ordain older, married men to serve 
in remote communities. 2.) Whether the Church might ordain 
women to the diaconate. 3.) Adding of ñeco-sinsò (sins against the 
environment) to the list of mortal sins.   
One topic that the Pope and his bishops did not want coming to 
the forefront was that of infanticide.  Recently, there was a  
debate in the Brazilian parliament about a practice used among 
the native Amazonian tribes having the right to kill their own 
children (e.g. burying some alive that are born with deformities or 
even if they were twins).  Some have debated that the native  
people cannot be told what to do by the state (even when it comes 
to ending the life of their children) because these laws are  
considered too imperialistic and colonialistic. 
An interesting note is that ñCimiò (which is a pro-indigenous  
organization) which has close ties with the Brazilian Conference 
of Bishops, at one point posted a paper by Dr. Rita Segato  
defending the practice of infanticide on their website until a  
reporter named Guiseppe Rusconi asked Cardinal Pedro Barreto, 
S.J. (Archbishop of Huancayo, Peru and Vice President of the 
Peruvian Bishopsô Conference) about this matter and why the 
website of the Conference of Bishops linked this paper by  
Dr. Segato. According to posted articles, the Cardinal ñwent  
nuclear over it, denying it happened and demanded proof.ò   
Conveniently or maybe coincidentally, after Rusconi asked the 
question of the Cardinal, this link was removed immediately  
(but NOT before the reporter printed hard copies and distributed 
them).  
I guess Pope Francis got his wish when he stated ñI want the  
confusionò when referring to this Amazon Synod.  When the  
synod chose to adopt such terms as; ñspace for disciples,  
authentic expressions, a Church that is not closed, a Church that 
learns from the people of the forest, synodal listening, a Church 
that is not self-referential or overreaching as well as new  
pathwaysò which in themselves have no meaning, you wonder 
why people are confused and ask whether they should be worried.  
A perfect example of ñconfusionò is when during the opening 
Mass at Saint Peter Basilica, a group of natives from the Amazon 
presented a banner celebrating Mother Earth.  They were quickly 
escorted out of the Basilica by the Vatican guards.  The confusion 
with this type of banner is that the theology of Mother Earth  
raises creation to that of a divine entity which is why Mother 
Earth is worshipped by the natives.  In other words, Mother Earth 
becomes a god.  The problem with this theology is that it is  
paganism.  The further confusion is that because Mother Earth is 
being worshipped as a god, this worship is somehow equal to 
Catholicism.  Again, the problem here is that the two cannot be 
combined or even compared as equals.  
A further incident that provokes confusion is the presence of the 
naked ñPachamamaò statue which was presented to the Pope at 
the tree planting ceremony in the Vatican Gardens (a statue that 
was later stolen and dumped into the river). When the Vatican 
was pressed by questions as to the meaning of the statue,
