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Dear Friends in Christ,  

 

He is risen! He is truly risen! Alleluia! Last Sunday was a glorious day. It was 
awesome to see so many people come to celebrate Mass on Easter Sunday. Easter 
is the greatest celebration we have... and it’s so great that we actually celebrate it 
for an entire week. The whole week following Easter Sunday is known as the Oc-
tave of Easter and each day is a solemnity. It gives us the time, if we so choose, to 
enter more deeply into the great mystery we are celebrating. That is to say, it gives 
us the opportunity to reflect more deeply on what Jesus’ Resurrection means and 
why it’s important. The Octave of Easter concludes on the Second Sunday of 
Easter and then the Easter Season continues for fifty days until Pentecost. 
 
The Second Sunday of Easter is also known as Quasimodo Sunday. Why? Many 
names of things in the Catholic Church come from the first several words of the 
first Latin sentence associated with that thing. For example, Pope St. John Paul 
II’s famous Encyclical letter, Veritatis Splendor, starts off with: “Veritatis splen-
dor in omnibus Creatoris operibus effulget...” Hence the name, Veritatis Splendor. 
With this in mind, why is the Second Sunday of Easter known as Quasimodo Sun-
day? Because the Entrance Antiphon of the Mass says, “Quasi modo geniti infan-
tes, rationabile, sine dolo lac concupiscite, ut in eo crescatis in salute, alleluia,” 
which means, “Like newborn infants, you must long for the pure, spiritual milk, 
that in him you may grow to salvation.” Like newborn infants who need nourish-
ment from their mother in order to live, we need nourishment from the body and 
blood of Christ in the Eucharist in order to live eternally. 
 
The Second Sunday of Easter is also known as Divine Mercy Sunday. Divine 
Mercy is a Catholic devotion based on the conversations that a Polish nun, St. 
Faustina Kowalska, had with Jesus. The message of Divine Mercy is that God’s 
mercy is infinite and that He desires nothing more than for us to be with Him for 
all eternity... we just have to trust in that mercy and share that mercy with others. 
Being from Poland, Pope St. John Paul II had a strong devotion to Divine Mercy. 
The following is part of the homily he gave at the Canonization Mass of St. 
Faustina, which is still a great message for all of us to hear: 
 
This consoling message [of God’s infinite mercy] is addressed above all to those 
who, afflicted by a particularly harsh trial or crushed by the weight of the sins 
they committed, have lost all confidence in life and are tempted to give in to des-
pair. To them the gentle face of Christ is offered; those rays from his heart touch 
them and shine upon them, warm them, show them the way and fill them with 
hope. How many souls have been consoled by the prayer "Jesus, I trust in you," 
which Providence intimated through Sr Faustina! This simple act of abandonment 
to Jesus dispels the thickest clouds and lets a ray of light penetrate every 
life. Jesus, I trust in you.

MORE DETAILS TO FOLLOW. 
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Del escritorio del P. Clark 
Queridos amigos en Cristo,  
 
¡Él ha resucitado! ¡Realmente ha resucitado! ¡Aleluya! El domingo pasado fue 
un día glorioso. Fue increíble ver a tanta gente venir a celebrar la Misa el domin-
go de Pascua. La Pascua es la celebración más grande que tenemos ... y es tan 
grandiosa que la celebramos durante toda una semana. Toda la semana que sigue 
al Domingo de Pascua se conoce como la Octava de Pascua y cada día es una 
solemnidad. Nos da tiempo, si así lo decidimos, para adentrarnos más profunda-
mente en el gran misterio que estamos celebrando. Es decir, nos da la oportuni-
dad de reflexionar más profundamente sobre lo que significa la Resurrección de 
Jesús y por qué es importante. La octava de Pascua concluye el segundo domin-
go de Pascua y luego la temporada de Pascua continúa durante cincuenta días 
hasta Pentecostés. 
 
El Segundo Domingo de Pascua también se conoce como Domingo Quasimodo. 
¿Por qué? Muchos nombres de cosas en la Iglesia Católica provienen de las pri-
meras palabras de la primera oración latina asociada con esa cosa. Por ejemplo, 
la famosa Encíclica del Papa San Juan Pablo II, Veritatis Splendor, comienza 
con: "Veritatis splendor in omnibus Creatoris operibus effulget ..." De ahí el 
nombre, Veritatis Splendor. Teniendo esto en cuenta, ¿por qué el Segundo Do-
mingo de Pascua se conoce como Domingo Quasimodo? Porque la Antífona de 
Entrada de la Misa dice: “Quasi modo geniti infantes, rationabile, sine dolo lac 
concupiscite, ut in eo crescatis in salute, alleluia”, que significa: “Como recién 
nacidos, debes anhelar la leche pura y espiritual, para que en él crezcas hasta la 
salvación ". Como los recién nacidos que necesitan el alimento de su madre para 
vivir, nosotros necesitamos el alimento del cuerpo y la sangre de Cristo en la 
Eucaristía para vivir eternamente. 
 
El Segundo Domingo de Pascua también se conoce como Domingo de la Divina 
Misericordia. La Divina Misericordia es una devoción católica basada en las 
conversaciones que una monja polaca, santa Faustina Kowalska, tuvo con Jesús. 
El mensaje de la Divina Misericordia es que la misericordia de Dios es infinita y 
que Él solo desea que estemos con Él por toda la eternidad ... solo tenemos que 
confiar en esa misericordia y compartir esa misericordia con los demás. Siendo 
de Polonia, el Papa San Juan Pablo II tenía una gran devoción a la Divina Mise-
ricordia. Lo siguiente es parte de la homilía que pronunció en la Misa de Cano-
nización de Santa Faustina, que sigue siendo un gran mensaje para que todos lo 
escuchemos: 
 
Este mensaje consolador [de la infinita misericordia de Dios] se dirige sobre to-
do a quienes, afligidos por una prueba particularmente dura o abrumados por el 
peso de los pecados cometidos, han perdido toda confianza en la vida y están 
tentados a ceder a la desesperación. A ellos se les ofrece el rostro dulce de Cris-
to; esos rayos de su corazón los tocan y brillan sobre ellos, los calientan, les 
muestran el camino y los llenan de esperanza. ¡Cuántas almas se han consolado 
con la oración "Jesús, en ti confío", que la Providencia insinuó a través de Sor 
Faustina! Este simple acto de abandono a Jesús disipa las nubes más espesas y 
deja que un rayo de luz penetre en cada vida. Jesús, en ti confío.
