What do Catholics celebrate in October 
 

The month of October is dedicated to the Holy Rosary. The Memorial of Our Lady of the Rosary is celebrated on 
October 7. 
According to an account by fifteenth-century Dominican, Alan de la Roch, Mary appeared to St. Dominic in 1206 
after he had been praying and doing severe penances because of his lack of success in combating the 
Albigensian heresy. Mary praised him for his valiant fight against the heretics and then gave him the Rosary as a 
mighty weapon, explained its uses and efficacy, and told him to preach it to others. 
"Since the prayers of the Rosary come from such excellent sources from Our Lord Himself, from inspired 
Scripture, and from the Church it is not surprising that the Rosary is so dear to our Blessed Mother and so 
powerful with heaven. 
"If we consider the power of the Rosary as seen in its effects, we find a great abundance of proofs of its 
wonderful value. Many are the favors granted to private individuals through its devout recitation: there are few 
devoted users of the Rosary who cannot testify to experiencing its power in their own lives.  
The Rosary is Christocentric setting forth the entire life of Jesus Christ, the passion, death, resurrection and 
glory. Of course, the Rosary honors and contemplates Mary too, and rightly so, for the same reason that the 
Liturgical Year does likewise: "Because of the mission she received from God, her life is most closely linked with 
the mysteries of Jesus Christ, and there is no one who has followed in the footsteps of the Incarnate Word more 
closely and with more merit than she". Meditation on this cycle of Joyful, Sorrowful, Glorious and Luminous 
Mysteries makes the Rosary not only "a breviary or summary of the Gospel and of Christian life, “but also a 
compendium of the Liturgical Year.  
Let’s pray this month, the devotion of the Holy Rosary asking our Blessed Mother to intercede before her Son to 
seek unity, peace and love in our hearts that all the faithful become instrument of God’s mercy to one another. 
 
 
 
 
Que celebran los catolicos en Octubre? 
 
El mes de Octubre esta dedicado al Santo Rosario. El memorial de Nuestra Senora del Rosario se celebra el 7 de Octubre. 
Según un relato del dominico del siglo XV, Alan de la Roch, María se apareció a Santo Domingo en 1206 después de que 
él había estado rezando y haciendo severas penitencias debido a su falta de éxito en la lucha contra la herejía albigense. 
María lo elogió por su valiente lucha contra los herejes y luego le dio el Rosario como arma poderosa, le explicó sus usos y 
eficacia y le dijo que lo predicara a otros. 
"Dado que las oraciones del Rosario provienen de fuentes tan excelentes de Nuestro Señor mismo, de las Escrituras 
inspiradas y de la Iglesia, no es de extrañar que el Rosario sea tan querido por nuestra Santísima Madre y tan poderoso 
con el cielo. 
"Si consideramos el poder del Rosario como se ve en sus efectos, encontramos una gran abundancia de pruebas de su 
maravilloso valor. Muchos son los favores otorgados a particulares a través de su devota recitación: hay pocos usuarios 
devotos del Rosario que no pueden testifiquen que experimentan su poder en sus propias vidas. 
El Rosario es cristocéntrico y expone la vida entera de Jesucristo, la pasión, muerte, resurrección y gloria. Por supuesto, el 
Rosario también honra y contempla a María, y con razón, por la misma razón que lo hace el Año Litúrgico: "Por la misión 
que recibió de Dios, su vida está más estrechamente ligada a los misterios de Jesucristo, y no hay nadie que haya seguido 
los pasos del Verbo Encarnado más de cerca y con más mérito que ella ”. La meditación sobre este ciclo de Misterios 
Gozosos, Dolorosos, Gloriosos y Luminosos hace del Rosario no sólo "un breviario o resumen del Evangelio y de la vida 
cristiana", sino también un compendio del Año Litúrgico. 
Recemos este mes, la devoción del Santo Rosario pidiendo a la Santísima Madre que interceda ante su Hijo para buscar la 
unidad, la paz y el amor en nuestros corazones, para que todos los fieles se conviertan en instrumento de la misericordia 
de Dios entre nosotros.
