What the catholic celebrate in june 
The month of June is dedicated to The Sacred Heart of Jesus.  This month falls within the liturgical season of Ordinary Time, which is 

represented by the liturgical color green. The Church celebrates the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus on the Friday following the 

second Sunday after Pentecost. 

 The feast of the Sacred Heart was approved for specified dioceses by Clement XIII in 1765, and extended to the whole Church by Pius 

IX in 1856. In 1889 Pope Leo XIII elevated it to the rank of first class, and through an encyclical letter in 1899 dedicated the whole 

Catholic world to the Sacred Heart of Jesus.  

Devotion to the Sacred Heart was also an essential component of Pope John Paul II's hopes for the "new evangelization" called for by 

the Church. 

"For evangelization today," he said, "the Heart of Christ must be recognized as the heart of the Church: It is He who calls us to 

conversion, to reconciliation. It is He who leads pure hearts and those hungering for justice along the way of the Beatitudes. It is He 

who achieves the warm communion of the members of the one Body. It is He who enables us to adhere to the Good News and to 

accept the promise of eternal life. 

Jesus, who is one with the Father, invites his disciples to live in close communion with him, to model their lives on him and on his 

teaching. He, in turn, reveals himself as "meek and humble of heart" It can be said that, in a certain sense, devotion to the Sacred 

Heart of Jesus is a cultic form of the prophetic and evangelic gaze of all Christians on him who was pierced, the gaze of all Christians 

on the side of Christ, transfixed by a lance, and from which flowed blood and water. 

Devotion to the Sacred Heart is a wonderful historical expression of the Church's piety for Christ, her Spouse and Lord: it calls for a 

fundamental attitude of conversion and reparation, of love and gratitude, apostolic commitment and dedication to Christ and his 

saving work. 

Let’s pray this to the Sacred Heart of Jesus to bless us and fill our our with his love and peace. As we pray: Most sweet Jesus, humbly 

kneeling at Thy feet, we renew the consecration of our family to Thy Divine Heart. Be Thou our King forever! In Thee we have full and 

entire confidence. May Thy spirit penetrate our thoughts, our desires, our words and our deeds. Bless our undertakings, share in our 

joys, in our trials, and in our labors.

ST. JOSEPH CATHOLIC CHURCH 

 

 Nearly three hundred years before St. Faustina received her revelations of Divine 

Mercy in the early 20th century, a Visitation nun in France was receiving visions of our 

Lord. Beginning when St. Margaret-Mary was about twenty years old, our Lord 

continually made himself sensibly present to her, often crowned with-thorns. In 1673, 

she began receiving the revelations that eventually led to the Nine First Fridays 

Devotion, (observed by many Catholics to this very day.) She was told that the love of 

His heart needed to spread and be manifest to men [sic] by means of her. Also, He 

would reveal the treasures of its graces through her, His chosen instrument and the 

disciple of His Sacred Heart. 

Over a period of eighteen months Our Lord continued to appear to Margaret-Mary, 

explaining and amplifying the first revelation. After a long interval a final revelation 

was made within the octave of Corpus Christi in 1675, when our Lord said to St. 

Margaret-Mary, “Behold the heart which has so much loved men that it has spared 

nothing, even exhausting and consuming itself in testimony of its love. Instead of 

gratitude I receive from most only indifference, by irreverence and sacrilege and the 

coldness and scorn that men have for me in the sacrament of love.” 

 Then He asked that a feast of reparation be instituted for the Friday within the octave 

of Corpus Christi. This is now the Feast of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus. 

St. Margaret-Mary Alacoque, Feast Day, October 16th.

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GUIDELINES FOR ALL LITURGICAL CELEBRATIONS 

Masks – Fully Vaccinated. Fully vaccinated people no longer 

need to wear a mask in any setting.

Father Carlos’ reflection 
 

Fourteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Todayôs Gospel describes what many believe to have been the 
typical pattern of Jesusô ministry: teaching in the synagogue 
followed by acts of healing. In his hometown of Nazareth, the 
people are amazed by what they hear, but they also cannot 
comprehend how someone they know so well might move them 
so powerfully. 
This Gospel tells us that Jesus is hampered from performing 
miracles in Nazareth because of the peopleôs lack of faith. Jesus 
is said to be surprised by this. He did not predict or foresee this 
rejection. In this detail we find a description of the very human 
side of Jesus. 
ñAs Jesus departed to his native place, on the Sabbath he began 
to teach in the synagogue; and many who heard him were 
astonished, saying, "Where did this man get all this? What is the 
wisdom given to him? What mighty works are wrought by his 
hands! Is not this the carpenter, the son of Mary and brother of 
James and Joses and Judas and Simon, and are not his sisters 
here with us?" And they took offense at him. And Jesus said to 
them, "A prophet is not without honor, except in his own country, 
and among his own kin, and in his own house.ò 
Jesus himself proclaims the Gospel to many people even in his 
own town. You might imagine how Jesus felt when he couldnôt 
perform many miracles because of their lack of faith. 
Believe or not, some people would be like the Nazarean; they 
donôt recognize Jesus as their Messiah and savior. How would 
this Gospelôs message encourage us to recognize or have faith in 
the Lord? 
What are the obstacles or attitudes that prevent us from hearing 
and being healed by Jesus Christ? Besides lack of faith, perhaps 
pride, a need to control so on may get in the way. 
As the Lord shows his mighty power and healing to his people, 
letôs pray that we all together listen to him and truly be his people. 
As we pray: O God, who in the abasement of your Son have 
raised up a fallen world, fill your faithful with holy joy, for on those 
you have rescued from slavery to sin you bestow eternal 
gladness. Through Christ, our Lord. Amen.
