He was sent on a dangerous 
mission to French Franciscans, and a shoulder 
wound he received caused him pain for the rest of 

his life. Long hours of prayer on his knees before the Eucharist 
earned this lay brother the honor of being patron of Catholic Eucha-
ristic congresses.
