Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Not all at once, but little by little, the Lord calls us, even at times when we do not expect or maybe never
even notice. He may begin by whispering little questions to our hearts. Or perhaps little annoyances of life
will persist and pile up, until we begin to question who we are and who God is. We begin to take on an
eternal perspective, even without realizing that such thoughts are the result of God moving in us, calling us
to himself. Little by little, we begin to respond in ways that we never would have done before. Maybe we
begin going to Mass during the week, we start reading scripture or pick up a book of spiritual reading that
we saw in the back of church. Very often, this is how we begin a deeper walk with Jesus, not simply by our
own design, but as a result of God's love and mercy for us.

What can separate us from the Love of God? Nothing, all throughout our lives he whispers and calls, he
even shouts at times, because he wants to share his life with us. God's love for us is such that he does more
than just maintain and sustain our lives. He is always at work to form us into more perfect sons and daughters,
filled with the power of the Holy Spirit and united as one body under Christ, our head.

Jesus demonstrated this constant work on our behalf when he miraculously fed the five thousand. The
disciples suggesting dismissing the crow, but Jesus had not finished caring for them. His generosity and
graciousness far surpass anything we can imagine, and he freely gives to anyone who comes to him. After
all, what could we pay for a lifetime of overflowing grace and love, the equivalent of a few pieces of bread
and some fish?

This abundance of grace is ours for the asking. When we come humbly to the Lord's table today to receive
the bread of life, let us Jesus for everything he wants to give us. God's provision for us is boundless and
immeasurable. Let nothing stand in his way today, no grudges, no anger, no bitterness, not repeating sin
pattern. Let us turn to God and allow his grace to heal us and make us what he has called us to become, sons
and daughters who reflects his love in all they do and say.

DIOCESE OF VICTORIA OFFICE OF THE BISHOP
Directives Issued April 27, 2020 Effective May 1, 2020

Churches may begin to celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation at regularly scheduled times.

1. There is proper social distancing for those in line to receive the Sacrament; (6’ apart from one

another).

2. Everyone sanitizes hands and wears a mask
3. There is a screen between the penitent and priest.
4. Confessions will be held in the Parish Hall.

Parishes can return to celebrating Mass with a Congregation. We need to be careful to follow the
safety guidelines proposed by our local officials.

Priests, ushers and parishioners should wear masks.

In order to accommaodate social distancing protocols no more than 50% of the mandated fire code
seating capacity is allowed. Only 80 people will be allowed to attend. It is encouraged by Fr.
Antonio for children under 13 abstain from attending mass.

Parishioners should take their temperatures before coming to Mass and should not attend if exhibiting
any signs of sickness

People over the age of 65 are encouraged to continue participating from home.

People with a heart condition or diabetes, who are overweight or have other underlying at-risk
conditions, are encouraged to continue participating from home.

Dispensation from Sunday obligation to attend in person is extended through June, especially with
respect to people who may be considered physically well to attend, yet believe it best to stay at home.
Parishioners should maintain 6’ distance between themselves and other persons, not of the same
family, at all times. Including when in line to receive Holy Communion.

Those unable to attend the Mass could make an appointment with their pastor to receive communion at
the church office during the week.

Parishioners are to be seated in every other pew. Those of the same household can be seated together
in a pew.

Priests and Eucharistic Ministers should wear masks during distribution of communion.

The distribution of Communion is an especially sensitive time. Persons receiving communion are
encouraged to receive in the hand.

Ushers/greeters are encouraged to wear gloves and masks, and to open and close doors for parishioners
upon their arrival and departure.

Parishioners will enter through the front entrance and exit through the side door.

Liturgically, the Sign of Peace and distribution of the Precious Blood is suspended.

The offertory procession is discontinued.

Holy water fonts will be empty.

Hand Sanitizer will be available and easily visible at the church entrance.

Missalettes and hymnals will not be available for use during sacramental and liturgical celebrations.
For the collection a basket will be placed at the entrance of the church for parishioner to make their
contribution when entering or exiting the church.

Parishioners should be careful not to gather to closely when entering or leaving the church, or stand too
close in the communion line.

Weddings and Funerals are permitted, utilizing size consideration and social distancing protocols.

Las iglesias pueden comenzar a celebrar el Sacramento de la Reconciliacion en horarios regulares.
1. Existe un distanciamiento social adecuado para aquellos en linea para recibir el Sacramento

2. todos desinfectan las manos y usan una mascara

3. Hay una pantalla entre el penitente y el sacerdote

4. Las confesiones se llevaran a cabo en el Salén Parroquial.

Las parroquias pueden volver a celebrar la misa con una congregacion. Debemos tener cuidado de

seguir las pautas de seguridad propuestas por nuestros funcionarios locales.

1. Los sacerdotes, ujieres y feligreses deben usar méascaras.

2. Con el fin de acomodar los protocolos de distanciamiento social, los pastores deben permitir en sus
iglesias no mas del 50% de la capacidad de asientos del cddigo de incendio obligatoria del edificio. Solo
100 personas podran asistir. Es alentado por el p. Antonio que los nifios menores de 13 afios se
abstengan de asistir a misa.

3. Los feligreses deben tomar su temperatura antes de venir a misa y no deben asistir si presentan signos de
enfermedad

4. Se debe alentar a las personas mayores de 65 afios a seguir participando desde su hogar

5. Las personas con una afeccion cardiaca o diabetes, que tienen sobrepeso o tienen otras afecciones
subyacentes de riesgo, deben ser alentadas a continuar participando desde su hogar

6. La exencion de la obligacion dominical de asistir en persona se extiende hasta los finales Junio,
especialmente con respecto a las personas que pueden considerarse fisicamente bien para asistir, pero
creen gque es mejor quedarse en casa

7. Los feligreses deben mantener una distancia de 6 pies entre ellos y otras personas, no de la misma familia,
en todo momento. Incluyendo cuando esta en linea para recibir la Sagrada Comunion

8. Aquellos que no puedan asistir a la Misa pueden hacer una cita con su pastor para recibir la comunién en
la oficina de la iglesia durante la semana

9. Dependiendo del disefio de la iglesia en particular, los feligreses deben sentarse en cada uno y otro de las
bancas. Los del mismo hogar pueden sentarse juntos en la misma banca

10. Los sacerdotes y los ministros eucaristicos deben usar méascaras durante la distribucion de la comunién.

11. La distribuciéon de la comunion es un momento especialmente sensible. Personas que reciben la
comunion debe ser alentada a recibir en la mano.

12. Se animaa los ujieres / saludadores a usar guantes y mascaras, y a abrir y cerrar puertas para los feligreses
a su llegada y salida.

13. Los feligreses entraran por la entrada principal y saldran por la puerta lateral.

14. Litargicamente, se suspende el Signo de la Paz y la distribucion de la Preciosa Sangre.

15. Se interrumpe la procesion del ofertorio.

16. Las fuentes de Holy Water deben estar vacias Bautismo.

17. El desinfectante para manos estara disponible y sera facilmente visible en la entrada de la iglesia.

18. Missalettes e himnarios no estaran disponibles durante las celebraciones sacramentales y litargicas.

19. Para la coleccién se colocara una canasta en la entrada de la iglesia para que los feligreses hagan su
contribucidn al entrar o salir de la iglesia.

20. Los feligreses deben tener cuidado de no reunirse demasiado cerca al entrar o salir de la iglesia, o
permanecer demasiado cerca de la linea de comunion.

21. Se permiten bodas y funerales, utilizando la consideracion del tamafio y los protocolos de distanciamiento
social.
