The singer, Johnny Cash, wrote a song titled, When the
Man Comes Around. (The Man being Jesus). Cash de-
picts the end of the world that catches all human be-
ings off-guard:

Hear the trumpets, hear the pipers
One hundred million angels singing.
Multitudes are marching to a big kettle drum.

Voices calling and voices crying
Some are born and some are dying
1t’s Alpha and Omega’s Kingdom Come.

The surprise in this song is that Cash sees the end of the
world as not a terrifying thing, but as a triumphant event.
This is the way we see the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass.

At every Mass, at every consecration, Jesus comes and
is present. His presence changes everything. At every
Mass, we pray that Jesus will come again and end the
world. We say that we eat this bread and drink this cup
UNTIL He comes in glory.

When He does come in glory, we will no longer eat and
drink this sacrament. The Jesus that we receive sacramen-
tally, we will then see directly face-to-face. The one sin-
gle sacrifice of Christ on Calvary will have completely
sanctified us and reordered the universe.

Today, people are frightened by the disasters and cor-
ruption of our time. They believe that “the end is
near”. We attend Mass, and we pray for the end of the
world, because we love it as God loves it. We long for it
and for us to be made perfect.
