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Dear Parishioners,

This Tuesday, August 6", we cele-
brate the Feast of the Transfiguration.
This date has always had significance
in my family because my parents were
married on this date in 1960. While
it’s not a Holy Day of Obligation, and
Sunday Mass goers only encounter this feast about
every seven years, it is a very important moment in the
life of Christ and for the Church. We all know the sto-
ry: “Jesus took Peter, John, and James and went up the
mountain to pray. While he was praying, his face
changed in appearance, and his clothing became dazz-
lingly white. And behold, two men were conversing
with him, Moses and Elijah, who appeared in glory
and spoke of his exodus that he was going to accom-
plish in Jerusalem. Peter and his companions had been
overcome by sleep, but becoming fully awake, they
saw his glory and the two men standing with him.
Then from the cloud came a voice that said, ‘This is
my chosen Son; listen to him.” After the voice had
spoken, Jesus was found alone.” (Luke 9:28b-32, 35-
36)

The Transfiguration has a double significance. First,
the event did something very precious for Jesus as he
met with Moses and Elijah. Moses was the supreme
law-giver of Israel and Elijah was the greatest of the
prophets. When these two great figures met with Je-
sus, it meant that the greatest of the law-givers and the
greatest of the prophets said to him, “Go on to Jerusa-
lem!” It meant that they saw in Jesus the consumma-
tion of all that they had dreamed of in the past. It is as
if at that moment Jesus was assured that he was on the
right way because all history had been leading up to
the cross. Jesus was also affirmed by his Heavenly
Father on the mountain: “This is my chosen Son, listen
to him.” Second, the Transfiguration bolstered the
faith of the disciples. Peter, James, and John, were
shattered by Jesus’ first prediction of his Passion; that
he was going to Jerusalem to die. By seeing Jesus in
his heavenly glory, if but for a moment, the disciples
were given the courage to accompany Jesus through
his Passion, death, and resurrection. May the glory of
the Transfiguration help strengthen our faith as well.
