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Dear Friends of St. Dominic, 
 
In this Sunday’s Gospel, we read the report of the return of 
the Twelve, who were sent by Jesus to preach repentance, 
heal the sick, and drive out demons. When the Twelve  
return to Jesus, he invites them to come away from the 
crowds and rest. But the crowds will not give them peace. 
As the Twelve have shared in Jesus’ ministry, they now 
appear to share in his popularity. The crowds continue to 
approach them, and Mark reports that the disciples don’t 
even have time to eat. In an effort to get away, Jesus and his 
disciples board a boat in hopes of finding a deserted place. 
But the crowds notice this and arrive ahead of them. The 
crowds are so persistent that Jesus and his disciples cannot 
find a place to be alone. Mark’s Gospel tells us that Jesus is 
moved with pity and begins to teach the crowds. 
 
Our Gospel for this Sunday stops here, but Mark’s report  
of the unyielding demands of the crowd continues in the 
verses that follow. If we were to continue reading from 
Mark’s Gospel, we would hear Jesus instruct his disciples 
to feed the crowd in the familiar miracle of the multiplica-
tion of the loaves and fishes. The work of Jesus and his dis-
ciples appears to be a round-the-clock job. In the next few 
weeks, we will hear the story of Jesus’ feeding of the  
multitude, but our Lectionary will turn to the sixth chapter 
of the Gospel of John to report and reflect on this story. 
 
In today’s Gospel, we hear the Twelve referred to as  
apostles.  The word apostle is a Greek word meaning   
one who is sent.  Jesus chose twelve men from among his 
disciples whom he sent to share in his ministry of preaching 
and healing. The first report of this is found in the third 
chapter of Mark’s Gospel, where the Twelve are also called 
apostles and the names of this select group are listed. 
 
We who are Jesus’ disciples today have also been sent to 
share the Gospel with others. Perhaps our commitment to 
following Jesus as his disciple leaves us feeling tired and 
overwhelmed. In today’s Gospel, we hear Jesus affirm the 
importance of times of rest and renewal. Jesus wanted his 
disciples to come away and spend time alone with him. 
This is what we seek and find in our life of prayer and in 
our celebration of the Eucha-

Queridos amigos de St. Dominic, 
 
En el Evangelio de este domingo, leemos el informe del  
regreso de los Doce, que fueron enviados por Jesús para  
predicar el arrepentimiento, sanar a los enfermos y expulsar 
demonios. Cuando los Doce volver a Jesús, les invita a salir de 
las multitudes y descansar. Pero las multitudes no les darán 
paz. Como los Doce han compartido el ministerio de Jesús, 
ahora parecen compartir su popularidad. Las multitudes  
continúan acercándose a ellos, y Marcos informa que los  
discípulos ni siquiera tienen tiempo para comer. En un esfuerzo 
por escapar, Jesús y sus discípulos suben a un barco con la  
esperanza de encontrar un lugar desierto. Pero la multitud se 
 da cuenta de esto y llega antes que ellos. Las multitudes son 
tan persistentes que Jesús y sus discípulos no pueden encontrar 
un lugar para estar solos. El evangelio de Marcos nos dice que 
Jesús se conmueve y comienza a enseñar a las multitudes. 
 
Nuestro Evangelio para este domingo se detiene aquí, pero  
el informe de Marcos de las inquebrantables demandas de  
la multitud continúa en los versículos que siguen. Si continuá-
ramos leyendo el Evangelio de Marcos, escucharíamos a Jesús 
instruir a sus discípulos para que alimentaran a la multitud en  
el familiar milagro de la multiplicación de los panes y los  
peces. El trabajo de Jesús y sus discípulos parece ser un trabajo 
de veinticuatro horas. En las próximas semanas, escucharemos 
la historia de cómo Jesús alimentó a los multitud, pero nuestro 
Leccionario se dirigirá al sexto capítulo del Evangelio de Juan 
para informar y reflexionar sobre esta historia. 
 
En el Evangelio de hoy, escuchamos a los Doce referidos  
Como apóstoles. La palabra apóstol es una palabra griega que 
significa uno que es enviado. Jesús eligió a doce hombres de 
entre sus discípulos a quienes envió para participar en su  
ministerio de predicación y curación. El primer informe de  
esto se encuentra en el tercer capítulo del Evangelio de Marcos, 
donde los Doce también son llamados apóstoles y se enumeran 
los nombres de este grupo selecto. 
 
Nosotros, que somos discípulos de Jesús hoy, también hemos 
sido enviados a compartir el Evangelio con otros. Quizás  
nuestro compromiso de seguir a Jesús como su discípulo  
nos deja cansados y abrumados. En el evangelio de hoy,  
escuchamos a Jesús afirmar la importancia de los tiempos  
de descanso y renovación. Jesús quería que sus discípulos se 
fueran y pasaran tiempo a solas con 
él. Esto es lo que buscamos y  
encontramos en nuestra vida de 
oración y en nuestra celebración  
de la Eucaristía.

TIME FOR A TEAM MEETING 
In last week’s Gospel, Jesus sent the apostles out two by two. 
Today we see him bringing them back together, reporting “all 
they had done and taught.”

Between family and friends and  
social media, many of us have lost this ability to “be by  
ourselves” as we have become accustomed to filling every day 
and every moment with distractions. Perhaps one of the gifts and 
challenges of “sheltering in place” these last months is that we 
celebrated moments of joy and hope and peace but were also 
forced to listen to and name those voices of anger, loneliness,  
and fear.  
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
