Dear Parishioners,

Included with this week’s bulletin is the Annual Parish Financial Report. This report to all 
of you is required by the Diocese of Sacramento and refl ects our income, expenses, and key
balances for the fi scal year ended June 30, 2019. This Annual Parish Financial Report contains 
the same fi nancial data provided to the diocese by our Annual Financial Report covering 
the same time period. This report has been reviewed and approved by the Parish Finance 
Council, and will be posted on the parish website.

This Annual Financial Report includes our annual fi nancial projection for the fi scal new 
year, which began on July 1, 2019. These budget projections include detailed projections of 
anticipated parish income as well as planned expenditures for parish ministries, normal 
operating expenses, diocesan assessments, and wages and salaries of parish employees.

I highlight some of the more signifi cant items of fi nancial interest which have occurred in 
our parish this year:

• Your generosity has enabled our off ertory collections to increase 2.6% over the prior 
year, and in addition we received $193,000 from pledges to our Capital Campaign.

• Careful expense management has resulted in our controllable operating expenses 
coming in at approximately 4.3% more than the prior year.

• Due to your support we had the fi nancial resources to pay off  the $547,000 loan 
balance to the diocese for the costs associated with the construction of our Ministry 
Center.

With the loan paid off , it’s time we begin to consider “What’s Next” with respect to our 
parish building plan. The recent parish survey indicated a desire for a fl exible “Gathering 
Space” where parishioners can comfortably meet. The survey also indicated a desire that 
we do more to reach our fallen away Catholics and the unchurched.  Accordingly, at the last 
Parish Pastoral Council meeting, we began to discuss how such a Gathering Space might also 
serve to invite and welcome those whom Christ is seeking who are not yet members of our 
faith community.  I look forward to seeing where the Holy Spirit might lead us this year.

I thank you sincerely for your prayerful support and fi nancial sacrifi ces you have made 
which enable us to build a strong community of faith in Granite Bay. We acknowledge that 
our real strength is our God. Let us unite in prayer each day that he will continue to bless 
us, unite us in ever stronger bonds of faith and love, and always be the guiding force behind 
any success we enjoy.

 Notes to the Annual Financial Report

 Actual Results FY 2018-19 and Budget Projections FY 2019-20

Ordinary Income
1. The budget for FY2019-20 shows that we planned conservatively regarding revenues.  Total 

Ordinary Income for FY2018-19 is $946,900 compared to a FY2019-20 budget of $941,100. 

2. Total Offertory Collections (our main source of financial income) increased to $828,000 in 
FY2018-19, an increase of 2.5% over the prior year.   We now have approximately 1,220 
active families in the parish compared to approximately 1,290 in June of 2018.

Ordinary Expenses
3. Parish Ordinary Expenses increased to $482,400 in FY2018-19, an increase of 4.3% over the 

prior year.  We anticipate Ordinary Expenses increasing to $522,000 in FY2019-20, an 
increase of 8.2% over FY2018-19.

4. Based on the results of the top 3 priorities in the recent SJM parish survey, the youth faith 
formation priority requires the most change and financial resources entering the new fiscal 
year.  In particular, it has been decided that a full time Youth Minister will be needed to do 
overall youth ministry coordination, revitalize our high school program and serve the needs 
of our younger families.  This increased staffing expense has been built into the FY2019-20 
budget. 

5. The planned increases in staffing expenses are partially offset by: (1) a decreases of $10,500 
in Grounds Repair & Maintenance related to a mulch replacement project in FY2018-19 and 
(2) a decrease of $12,400 in Parish Programs as it relates to one-time expense and/or 
anticipated expense reductions in the: Stephen Ministry, Alpha Ministry and Evangelization.

Net Ordinary Income
6. Net Ordinary Income in FY2018-19 was $464,500 a decrease of 4.5% over the prior year.  

Anticipated Net Ordinary Income in FY2019-20 is $419,100 a decrease of 9.8% over FY2018-
19.

Other Income
7. We anticipate Other Income decreasing to $71,100 in FY2019-20.  This decrease is primarily 

related to: (1) a decrease in Capital Fund Drive income due to the conclusion of our most 
recent capital campaign and (2) a decrease in Diocesan & Special Collections income due to 
the special collection to benefit the Paradise fire victims in FY2018-19.  

Other Expense
8. We anticipate Other Expenses decreasing to $51,400 in FY2019-20.  This decrease is 

primarily related to: (1) a decrease in Capital Expenditures related to the FY2018-19 
purchase of a new organ and (2) a reduction in the Diocesan & Special Collections related to 
the collection benefiting the Paradise fire victims and the timing of payments issued to the 
Diocese.

Loan Balance
9. Our loan balance with the diocese stood at $547,000 at the end of June 2018.  The funds 

received from our Capital Campaign together with the funds we have generated from Net 
Ordinary Income in FY2018-19 enabled us to pay off our loan balance to the diocese in May, 
just prior to the end of the fiscal year.  Accordingly, interest paid on the Diocesan loan 
decreased by $21,000 in FY2018-19 compared to FY2017-18.
