The week leading to Easter is the richest time of the year for Christians.  Filled with 
symbols of triumph, tragedy, fear, and incredible love, it can be an emotional and spiritual 
time for adults, families, and communities.  For young children, the full magnitude of this 
time cannot be realized yet, but we can begin to introduce them to the Scripture stories 
and symbols that best portray what Christianity is all about.  The Paschal Triduum is the 
period of three days that begins with the liturgy in the evening of Holy Thursday, reaching 
its high point during the Easter Vigil, and closing with evening prayer on Easter Sunday. 
 
A family home project to help your children understand the meaning and symbols of Holy 
Week, is to create a åpath by Holy Weekæ in your home.  Set up stopping points, or 
stations, which represent the different events of the week.  Start with Palm Sunday station 
and each day add another (Holy Thursday, Good Friday, Easter vigil.)  That way, you can 
focus well on each by introducing the new one each day, still allowing your children to 
return to the others if they have a need to.  Throughout this newsletter, you will see more 
information on each Holy Week, day, and how to assemble your stations.

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Holy Week Family Stations 

 

Palm Sunday Station: We remember when Jesus arrived in 

the city of Jerusalem 

 

Cover a small table or sturdy box with a green cloth.  Set the table 

with a figure of a donkey or cold (check your family nativity set) 

and a strip of paper on which the word ´Hosannaµ is written in 

colorful block letters. Include palm branches, if available.  If not, use 

a lush green plant. 

 

Holy Thursday Station: We remember the special dinner 

Jesus had with friends and washing their feet 

 

On a purple cloth, place a piece of flat bread on a plate (´pocket 

breadµ is a good choice), a bowl of water and a towel. 

 

Good Friday Station: We remember the day that Jesus died   

On a black cloth, place a simple cross, perhaps laying it across some 

small stones. 

 

Holy Saturday Station: We wait for Easter, the day we 

celebrate Jesus rising from the dead 

 

You can fashion a tomb with building blocks if you have them.  If 

not, you can take brown paper bags and crumple them in big balls to 

look like rocks.  Place the tomb on a plain white cloth, with a sone 

´rolledµ in front of the door.  Add a small bouquet of flowers.

Fun Family Activities during Lent 
Growing an Indoor Sweet Potato Plant

  
 

Grow an indoor sweet potato plant during Lent.  This activity gives children many 
valuable lessons and insights into the Lenten Season.  They get a greater 
appreciation of the meaning of time as over the 40 days of Lent, they will 
observe changes, signs of new life, and transformation of the sweet potato, 
changing into a new plant, symbolizing new life. 

You will need: 
Three sturdy toothpicks 
Canning Jar 
Sweet Potato 
Put three Saturday toothpicks around the middle of the sweet potato.  Fill a 
canning jar with water and place the potato in the jar.  The toothpicks will hold 
half of the potato out of the water.  Place in the sunlight and keep the jar full 
of water.
