(MARY IMITATED GOD THROUGH SERVICE (CNA/EWTN News)- During a special 
Jubilee weekend dedicated to Mary, Pope Francis said Mary was not only Christôs 
mother, but also his obedient disciple and a model of concrete service to others. With 
her faith, ñwe learn to open our hearts to obey God; in her self-denial, we see the 
importance of tending to the needs of others; in her tears, we find the strength to 
console those experiencing pain.ò In each of these moments, Mary ñexpresses the 
wealth of divine mercy that reaches out to all in their daily need.ò  
In his speech, the Pope noted how from the earliest centuries of the Church Mary has 
been invoked as the ñMother of Mercy,ò explaining that the prayer of the rosary in 
many ways is a ñsynthesis of the history of God's mercy, which becomes a history of 
salvation for all who let themselves be shaped by grace.ò By reflecting on the im-
portant moments in Jesusô life, we see how his mercy is shown to everyone from all 
walks and stages of life, he said, adding that Mary always accompanies us on this 
journey, pointing us in the direction of her Son, ñwho radiates the very mercy of the 
Father.ò 

Mary guides us toward the path we are called to take ñin order to be true disciples of 
Jesus,ò he said, adding that in praying the rosary, we feel her closeness in each mys-
tery and contemplate her role as ñthe first disciple of her Son, for she does the Fa-
therôs will. 

Francis stressed that Mary can help teach us what it means to be a disciple of Christ, 
because while she was ñeternally chosen to be his Mother,ò she also learned how to 
be his disciple. ñHer first act was to listen to God,ò he said, noting how she then 
obeyed the angelôs message and followed Jesus closely, ñlistening to every word that 
issued from his lipsò and keeping them in her heart. 

ñThe disciple truly puts his life at the service of the Gospel,ò he said, and, recalling 
Maryôs own actions, pointed to how after the Annunciation, Mary immediately went to 
her cousin Elizabeth to help her during her pregnancy. Not only did she then give 
birth to the Son of God, but she also showed her concern for the young spouses in 
Cana by interceding for them. When Jesus was crucified on Golgotha, Mary ñdid not 
flee pain but stood beneath the cross of Jesus and, by his will, became the Mother of 
the Church.ò
