We begin to hear the “O” Antiphons this week. They are 
descriptions of the Messiah. “O Wisdom”,  
“O Sacred Lord”, “O Flower of Jesse’s stem”, “O Key of 
David”, “O Radiant Dawn” and we being that octave be-
fore Christmas in which we hear all those beautiful sto-
ries about Jesus, Mary and Joseph and Elizabeth, Zecha-
riah and John the Baptist. These stories are in Luke chap-
ter 1 and Matthew chapter 1. 
 
Today in Isaiah 35 the prophet sees the desert blooming 
with new life, as the eyes of the blind are singing to Zion. 
 
In St. James 5 The patience of the farmer is emphasized. 
He plants the seed in the autumn and waits through the 
early and late rain till the crop begin to grow in spring-
time. Remember the patient endurance of the prophets. 
 
Matthew 11 tells us when John the Baptist sent his disci-
ples to ask Jesus, “Are you the one who is to come?” Je-
sus answered with messianic citations from the Hebrew 
Scriptures and then praised John.

MASS 
Third Sunday of Advent 

In this Mass, the color violet or rose is used 
John the Baptist has lived like a patient farmer awaiting 
“the precious fruit of the earth.” From the midst of the 
“hardship and patience” that he suffers in prison for 
being a prophet “who spoke in the name of the Lord,” 
John’s heart bears only one question: “Are you the one 
who is to come?” John’s longing for Christ keeps him 
full of hope in the midst of his suffering. He lives with the 
expectation to “see the glory of the Lord, the splendor of 
our God.” And that is why Christ’s reply is so deliber-
ately elaborate. When John hears of the miraculous ben-
efits accorded to the blind, the lame, the leprous, the 
deaf, and the poor, he will know that the One he has 
been waiting for all his life has come: the God of mercy. 
The greatness of John the Baptist is his refusal to settle 
for anything less.
