ASCENSION 
He Ascended into Heaven and is Seated at the Right 

Hand of the Father 
659   “ So then the Lord Jesus, after he had spoken to 

them, was taken up into heaven, and sat down at the 
right hand of God.” Christ’s body was glorified at the 
moment of his Resurrection, as proved by the new 
and supernatural properties it subsequently and per-
manently enjoys. But during the forty days when he 
eats and drinks familiarly with his disciples and teach-
es them about the kingdom, his glory remains veiled 
under the appearance of ordinary humanity.  Jesus’ 
final apparition ends with the irreversible entry of his 
humanity into divine glory, symbolized by the cloud 
and by heaven, where he is seated from that time for-
ward at God’s right hand. Only in a wholly exception-
al and unique way would Jesus show himself to Paul 
“as to one untimely born,” in a last apparition that 
established him as an apostle. 

 
660   The veiled stage stays closely linked to the first, 

that is, to his descent from heaven in the Incarnation. 
Only the one who “came from the Father” can return 
to the Father: Christ Jesus. “No one has ascended into 
heaven but he who descended from heaven, the Son 
of man.” Left to its own natural powers humanity 
does not have access to the “Father’s house,” to God’s 
life and happiness. Only Christ can open to man such 
access that we, his members, might have confidence 
that we too shall go where he, our Head and our 
Source, has preceded us. 

 
661   This final stage stays closely linked to the first,

“No one has ascended into 
heaven but he who descended from heaven, the Son 
of Man.” Left to its own natural powers humanity 
does not have access to the “Father’s house,” to God’s 
life and happiness. Only Christ can open to man such 
access that we, his members, might have confidence 
that we too shall go where he, our head and our 
Source, has preceded us. 

 
663   Henceforth Christ is seated at the right hand of 

the Father: “By ‘the Father’s right hand’ we under-
stand the glory and honor of divinity, where he who 
exists as Son of God before all ages, indeed as God, 
of one being with the Father, is seated bodily after he 
became incarnate and his flesh was glorified.”

St. Gregory VII - Monday, May 25 
Born in the Tuscan region of Italy, Hildebrand was elect-
ed to the chair of Peter as Gregory VII in 1073. Gregory 
faced many challenges, calling councils inside and outside 
Italy to enact reforms. When controversy erupted over 
Berengarius’  teaching on the Eucharist, Gregory required 
him to take an oath: “I believe in my heart and openly 
profess that the bread and wine that are placed on the altar 
are, through the mystery of the sacred prayer and the 
words of the Redeemer, substantially changed into the 
true and proper and lifegiving flesh and blood of Jesus 
Christ our Lord. . .and not just as a sign. . .but in the very 
truth and reality of their substance.” Gregory taught 
priestly holiness by his own example, maintaining the 
integrity of the papacy when forced to flee Rome after the 
siege of Emperor Henry IV. He died in 1085. 
 
St. Philip Neri - Tuesday, May 26 
Today we honor the ‘saint of joy’. The delightful  
Philip Neri was gifted with a special sense of humor. Born 
in Florence in 1515, Philip came to Rome at age 26 and 
never left the Eternal City. Rome, recently occupied and 
sacked in 1527 was in pitiable condition. Philip visited the 
sick and imprisoned, taught the children, heard confes-
sions. He founded the Oratorio of Divine Live, the Orato-
rian priests. Philip delighted in walking to the Seven Ba-
silicas in Rome. He died at 80, was canonized in 1622 and 
remains an influential force in Rome and throughout the 
Catholic world. 
 
St. Augustine of Canterbury - Wednesday, May 27 
Augustine carried out the difficult mission that was envi-
sioned by St. Gregory the Great—the 6th-century evange-
lization of the Anglo-Saxons in England. Accompanied 
by thirty of his brother monks, he set out from Rome, but, 
on the way, the company hesitated, daunted by the pro-
spect of the rough pagans. Augustine was sent to beg a 
reprieve. Gregory, however, simply sent Augustine back 
to the party with new direction and authority. Augustine 
proceeded to Kent, where he preached the Good New to 
King Ethelbert. The king permitted the monk-missionaries 
to establish a community, and shortly thereafter asked for 
baptism. Gregory wrote proudly of the conversion of  
10,000 pagans that followed.  Augustine died around the 
year 604.
