~ Pastor’s Column ~

“Blessed are you poor - yours is the kingdom of God”

When you encounter misfortune, grief, or tragic
loss, how do you respond? With fear or faith?
With passive resignation or with patient hope and
trust in God? We know from experience that no one
can escape all of the inevitable trials of life - pain,
suffering, sickness, and death. When Jesus began
to teach his disciples he gave them a “way of
happiness” that transcends every difficulty and
trouble that can weigh us down with grief and
despair. Jesus began his sermon on the mount by
addressing the issue of where true happiness

can be found. The word beatitude literally means
happiness or blessedness. Jesus' way of happiness, however, demands a transformation from within -

a conversion of heart and mind which can only come about through the gift and working of the Holy Spirit.

True happiness can only be fulfilled in God

How can one possibly find happiness in poverty, hunger, mourning, and persecution? If we want to be
filled with the joy and happiness of heaven, then we must empty ourselves of all that would shut God out
of our hearts. Poverty of spirit finds ample room and joy in possessing God alone as the greatest treasure
possible. Hunger of the spirit seeks nourishment and strength in God's word and Spirit. Sorrow and
mourning over wasted life and sin leads to joyful freedom from the burden of guilt and oppression.

The beatitudes strengthen us in virtue and excellence

Ambrose (339-397 A.D), an early church father and bishop of Milan, links the beatitudes with the four
cardinal virtues which strengthen us in living a life of moral excellence. He writes: "Let us see how St. Luke
encompassed the eight blessings in the four. We know that there are four cardinal virtues: temperance,
justice, prudence and fortitude. One who is poor in spirit is not greedy. One who weeps is not proud but is
submissive and tranquil. One who mourns is humble. One who is just does not deny what he knows is
given jointly to all for us. One who is merciful gives away his own goods. One who bestows his own goods
does not seek another's, nor does he contrive a trap for his neighbor. These virtues are interwoven and
interlinked, so that one who has one may be seen to have several, and a single virtue befits the saints.
Where virtue abounds, the reward too abounds... Thus temperance has purity of heart and spirit, justice
has compassion, patience has peace, and endurance has gentleness." (EXPOSITION OF THE GOSPEL
OF LUKE 5.62-63, 68).

No one can live without joy

God reveals to the humble of heart the true source of abundant life and happiness. Jesus promises his
disciples that the joys of heaven will more than compensate for the troubles and hardships they can
expect in this world. Thomas Aquinas said: "No person can live without joy. That is why someone deprived
of spiritual joy goes after carnal pleasures."” Do you know the joy and happiness of hungering and thirsting
for God alone?

“Lord Jesus, increase my hunger for you and show me the way that leads to everlasting happiness and
peace. May | desire you above all else and find perfect joy in doing your will.”




ST. Gertrude of Nivelles, Patron Saint of Cats

St. Gertrude of Nivelles, who lived
from 621 to 659, is the patron saint
of gardeners, travelers, widows,
recently deceased people, the sick,
~ the poor, the mentally ill, and
«* travelers in search of lodging.
L People call upon Gertrude for
% protection from mice and rats,
fever, insanity, and mental illness.

There’s no single story that links St. Gertrude to her
patronage of cats. However, writings confirm that

she and her nuns kept cats to control the rodent
population. Some people believe her patronage most
likely originated from the claim that water from her
well and bread baked in her oven were thought to
repel mice and rats.

Other accounts say she prayed for the mice to

go away and they did. Because of the great mouse
exodus, people referred to her as the patroness of
cat lovers. She is often depicted with a cat near her
or with mice running up her staff. The mice in

her icons are said to represent souls trapped in
Purgatory, whom she diligently prayed for.

Las tres lecturas de hoy
nos presenta a tres hom-
bres: Isaias, Pedroy
Pablo. Tres personas...

Escogidos por
Dios, llamados por Dios,
que supieron responder a
Dios. “Aqui estoy, Sefior.

: Enviame’, le respondio
Isaias, a quien vemos en la primera lectura
En el evangelio vemos a Pedro, acompafado
de Santiago y Juan. “Desde hoy seras pescador
de hombres”, le dijo Jesus a Pedro.
Entonces, “llevaron las barcas a tierra, y dejandolo
todo, lo siguieron.
En la segunda lectura vemos a Pablo. Y
recordamos la lectura del dia que celebramos
su conversién (25 de enero) cuando, respondiendo
alaluz y la voz que oye camino a Damasco,
pregunta: “; Qué debo hacer, Sefior?” (Hech. 22,
3-16).
En los relatos del llamado que Dios les hace,
podemos apreciar cdmo Dios se manifiesta a
cada uno de estos hombres por El escogidos. Y
se manifiesta en forma poderosa, impresionante,
convincente.
Al profeta Isaias se le presenta en una visiéon que
lo deja estupefacto. Queda Isaias invadido de
un temor que no es susto: es el respeto a Dios.

Cuenta Isaias que uno de los Serafines, que se
encontraba junto a Dios., llevando una brasa a su
boca, le dice: “Tu iniquidad ha sido quitada y tus
pecados estan perdonados”. Asi, cuando siente
la voz del Sefor preguntando “;A quién
enviaré? ;Quién ira de parte mia?”, lsaias no
duda y enseguida responde: “Aqui estoy,
Senor. Enviame”. Por eso cuando Dios llama, no
hay pretexto para decir no.

Cooperacion de Maria a
la obra de la Redencién
«Asociada por un vinculo
estrecho e indisoluble a
los misterios de la
Encarnacion y de la
Redencién ... ; creemos
que la Santisima Madre de
Dios, nueva Eva, Madre de
la Iglesia, continta en el cielo su misién maternal para
con los miembros de Cristo, cooperando al nacimiento
y al desarrollo de la vida divina en las almas de los
redimidos».

Cristo es el unico mediador entre Dios y los hombres
porque El solo, con su muerte, logré la reconciliacion
perfecta con Dios, pero dice Santo Tomas

que «también a otros podemos llamarlos mediadores
por cuanto cooperan a la unién de los hombres con
Dios».

A Maria se la llama Medianera o Mediadora desde
muy antiguo. Este titulo se le reconoce en documentos
oficiales de la Iglesia y ha sido acogido en la liturgia,
introduciéndose en 1921 una fiesta dedicada a Maria
Medianera de todas las gracias.

«Maria, que en visperas de Pentecostés intercedio
para que el Espiritu Santo descendiera sobre la
Iglesia naciente, interceda también ahora. Para

que ese mismo Espiritu produzca un profundo
rejuvenecimiento cristiano en Esparia. Para que

ésta sepa recoger los grandes valores de su herencia
catélica y afrontar valientemente los retos del

futuro» (Juan Pablo Il en Esparia).

Mediadora de todas las gracias

Después de su Asuncion a los cielos las gracias se
conceden a los hombres por medio de su intercesion.
Desde el cielo participa en la difusién de las gracias
con su intercesion maternal. Esta intercesién es inferior
a la de Cristo, pero superior a la de todos los otros
santos. los ultimos Papas han ensefiado la doctrina ya
antigua de que todas las gracias se conceden por me-
dio de la Santisima Virgen.

Por este motivo, la Santisima Virgen es invocada en
la Iglesia con los titulos de Abogada, Auxiliadora,
Socorro, Mediadora. (LG, 62)
