As members of St. Joseph’s Missionary Society, also known as the Mill Hill Missionaries (MHM),
Fr Willem Klaver from The Netherlands and Fr Paul Pratap from India have been assigned on 22"
April by Cardinal Timothy Dolan to minister to the faithful of Saint John the Evangelist-Our Lady of
Mount Carmel Parish in White Plains. We are very grateful to the Cardinal for entrusting us with
the big responsibility “to love and to serve” such a diverse faith community. Our elder, Fr Bart Daly
from lIreland is also a Mill Hill Missionary and already a familiar face to you over the past two
years.

After having celebrated the great feast of Easter, we are ready together with all of you to rise up to
the challenges ahead of us and to foster new life within and beyond the Parish. So far we have
been very impressed by your faith and commitment to this unique parish and its activities.
