"I came to cast fire upon the earth"

Do you want to be on fire for God? Jesus shocked his disciples when he
declared that he would cast fire and cause division rather than peace upon
the earth. What kind of fire did Jesus have in mind here?

The fire of God's purifying love and cleansing word

The image of fire in biblical times was often associated with God and with

his action in the world and in the lives of his people. God sometimes

manifested his presence by use of fire, such as God's revelation to Moses
through the burning bush in the wilderness which was not consumed by the
flames (Exodus 3:2). God assured the Hebrew people of his continual presence, guidance, and protection
for them through the wilderness for forty years with the pillar of fire by night and a pillar of cloud by day
(Exodus 13:21-22). The prophet Elijah called down fire from heaven to reveal God's presence and power and
to purify the people of false idols (1 Kings 18:36-39). The image of fire was also used as a sign of God's glory
(Ezekiel 1:4, 13) and holiness (Deuteronomy 4:24), his protective presence (2 Kings 6:17), and his righteous
judgment (Zechariah 13:9) and holy wrath against sin (Isaiah 66:15-16).

Fire is also a sign and symbol of the presence and power of the Holy Spirit. John the Baptist said that Jesus
would baptize with the Holy Spirit and with fire (Matthew 3:11-12 and Luke 3:16-17). When the Holy Spirit was
poured out upon the disciples at Pentecost "tongues of fire" appeared above their heads (Acts 2:3). We
can see from both the Old and New Testament Scriptures that God's fire purifies and cleanses to make us
clean (sins washed away) and holy (fit to offer him acceptable praise and worship), and it inspires a
reverent fear (awe in God's presence) and respect (obeying and giving God his due) for God and for his holy
word.

Loyalty unites - division separates

Why did Jesus link fire from heaven with costly division on the earth? Did he expect his followers to take

his statement of "father against son and son against father" and "mother against daughter and daughter
against mother" literally? Or was he intentionally using a figure of speech to emphasize the choice and cost
of following him above all else? Jesus used a typical Hebrew hyperbole (a figure of speech which uses strong
language and exaggeration for emphasis) to drive home an important lesson. We often do the same when we
want to emphasize something very strongly. Jesus' hyperbole, however, did contain a real warning that the
Gospel message does have serious consequences for our lives.

When Jesus spoke about division within families he likely had in mind the prophecy of Micah: a man’s
enemies are the men of his own household (Micah 7:6). The essence of Christianity is loyalty to Jesus Christ
- the Son of God and Savior of the world - a loyalty that takes precedence over every other relationship.

The love of God compels us to choose who will be first in our lives. To place any relationship (or anything
else) above God is a form of idolatry.

Who do you love first and foremost?

Jesus challenges his disciples to examine who they love first and foremost. A true disciple loves God above
all else and is willing to forsake all for Jesus Christ. Jesus insists that his disciples give him the loyalty which
is only due to God, a loyalty which is higher than spouse or kin. It is possible that family and friends can be-
come our enemies if the thought of them keeps us from doing what we know God wants us to do. Does the
love of Jesus Christ compel you to put God first in all you do (2 Corinthians 5:14)?

The Gospel message is good news for those who seek pardon, peace, and the abundant life which God
offers us through his Son, Jesus Christ. Jesus offers true freedom to those who believe in him - freedom from
slavery to sin, Satan, and the oppressive forces of hatred and evil that can destroy body, mind, and spirit. Do
you listen to the voice of your Savior and trust in his word? Commit your ways to him, obey his word, and you
will find true peace, joy, and happiness in the Lord your God.

“Lord Jesus, may the fire of your love consume me and transform my life that | may truly desire nothing more
than life with you. Fill me with the power of your Holy Spirit that | may always seek to please you and do your
will.”




Saint of the Week

August 23 - Saint Rose of Lima

Historians
remember St. Rose
of Lima for her piety
and chastity.

Born in 1586 in
Lima, Peru to
Spanish colonists,
and named Isabel
Flores de Olivia,
she was exceptionally beautiful. Her beauty was so
great that she was nicknamed "Rose," a name that
remains with her to this day. According to legend, a
servant had a vision where her face turned into a rose.
At her confirmation in 1597, she officially took the
name of Rose.

From an early age, Rose wanted to become a

nun. She often prayed and fasted in secret. She
performed secret penances, some of which were
painful and severe. She performed daily adoration of
the Blessed Sacrament and took daily

communion.

As a young woman, her beauty began to attract
suitors. To deter these men, St. Rose marred her face,
rubbing it with pepper to make it blister. She cropped
her hair short.

Her parents opposed her plan to take a vow of
chastity. This resulted in a clash of wills, because her
parents wanted her to marry. Her father eventually
relented and gave her a room to herself. St. Rose kept
herself cloistered in her room, spending long periods in
prayer. It was said she slept only two hours per night
so as to have more time for prayer.

She quit eating meat altogether, an extreme dietary
restriction for that time. When she turned 20, she was
permitted to join the Third Order of St. Dominic.

She continued a life of extreme prayer, fasting and
penance. On one occasion she burned her hands

as a self-imposed act of penance.

She was known to wear a heavy silver crown,

with spikes that could pierce her flesh. The spikes
reminded her of the Crown of Thorns. At one point,
one of the spikes became so lodged in her skull that
the crown was removed with great difficulty.

St. Rose died in on August 25, 1617, at the age of 31.
According to legend, she accurately predicted the date
of her death. Her funeral was a major event attended
by all the city's authorities.

Pope Clement IX beatified her in 1667 and Pope
Clement X recognized her as a saint, canonizing

her in 1671. Her feast day is August 23 around

the world, although some countries, like Peru,
celebrate her on August 30.

St. Rose is the patroness of embroiderers,

gardeners, florists, those who suffer ridicule for their
piety, and people who suffer family problems.

Son multiples los textos en los que se
nos dice que Cristo si vino al mundo a
traernos la paz. Podemos recordar lo
que todos los dias oimos en nuestras
Eucaristias, después del Padrenuestro,

La justicia y la paz
se besan, como se nos dice en distintos textos de la
Biblia, dandonos a indicar que sin justicia social y moral
no puede haber paz evangélica. Mirando a la vida de
Cristo esto lo vemos muy claramente: Cristo no vivié en
paz con las autoridades sociales y religiosas de su
tiempo, sino en franca oposicion. Por eso le mataron,
porque denuncio la injusticia de los injustos y criticd
valiente y publicamente a los que querian hacer de su
interesada y mundana justicia un arma con la que
hacer callar a los que vivian explotados y marginados.
La paz de Cristo, la paz del evangelio, es enemiga
muchas veces de la paz del mundo.

Santa de la Semana

Santa Rosa de Lima- 23 de Agosto

Isabel Flores de Oliva naci6 en
Lima el 30 de abril de 1586,
hija de Gaspar Flores y de
Maria de Oliva. Fue bautizada
en la Parroquia de San
Sebastian por el sacerdote
Antonio Polanco.
Recibio la confirmacion en
el pueblo de Quives de manos
del entonces Arzobispo de
Lima, Santo Toribio de
Mogrovejo. Todos la llamaban
Rosa porque segun la tradicién
cuando era apenas una bebé su
rostro se transformé en una rosa. Mas adelante
ella quiso llamarse Rosa de Santa Maria. Rosa
resistié por mas de diez afios la intencién de sus
padres de casarla y finalmente consagro su
virginidad al Sefior Jesus. Al cabo de unos afios
ingresé a la Tercera orden de Santo Domingo.

A partir de entonces, se recluyé practicamente en
la Ermita que ella misma construyo, con ayuda de
su hermano Fernando, en un extremo del huerto
de su casa. Sélo salia para visitar al Templo de
Nuestra Sefiora del Rosario y atender las
necesidades espirituales de los mas necesitados.
Llevaba sobre la cabeza una estrecha cinta de
plata, cuyo interior estaba erizado de picos, era
una especie de corona de espinas. Su amor por
el Sefor era tanto que cuando hablaba de El,
cambiaba el tono de su voz y su rostro se
encendia como un reflejo del sentimiento que
embargaba su alma.

Ya cerca del final de su vida, cay6 gravemente
enferma. Paso los ultimos tres meses de su vida
en la casa de Gonzalo de la Maza, un contador
notable del gobierno virreinal, cuya familia le tenia
particular carifio. En este lugar se levanta el
Monasterio de Santa Rosa de Santa Maria de
Lima.Muri6 a los treinta y un afios de edad en las
primeras horas del 24 de agosto de 1617, fiesta de
San Bartolomé, como ella misma lo profetizé.

El dia de sus exequias y entierro, los devotos se
abalanzaban sobre su cuerpo para arrancarle la
vestimenta en busca de un recuerdo, aclamandola
como santa. Hoy sus restos se veneran en la
Basilica de Nuestra Sefiora del Rosario de Lima
(Santo Domingo) con notable devocién del pueblo
peruano y de América que visita la Capilla
dedicada a su culto en el Crucero del Templo
dominicano.
