e A loving awareness that we are not disconnected from the rest of creatures but joined in
splendid universal communion. (#220)

e Christian spirituality, which proposes an alternative understanding of the quality of life.

It encourages a prophetic and contemplative lifestyle, one capable of deep enjoyment free
of the obsession with consumption. (#222)

e A return to the simplicity which allows us to stop and appreciate the small things, to be
grateful for the opportunities which life affords us. (#322)

e Inner peace ... closely related to care for ecology and for the common good because, lived out
authentically, ... reflected in a balanced lifestyle together with a capacity for wonder which
takes us to a deeper understanding of life. (#225)

e An attitude of heart which is capable of being fully present to someone...which accepts each
moment as a gift to be lived to the full.

Some practical actions:

1. Volunteer to be part of a Care for Creation Team in your parish; incorporate into Liturgy,
Sacraments, Religious Education, Adult Formation the call and challenge of Laudato Si’.
Many resources are available!

2. Spend more time outside. Go out for a walk to a park. Spend time in nature alone or with your
brothers and sisters, children or grandchildren. Garden if you have the space--or find a
community garden!

3. Use your power as a consumer wisely, in transportation, electrical utilities, buying clothes, food.
Eat less meat; have a meatless meal at least once a week.

4. Be conscious of life-giving air, water, soil, without which we cannot live. Give thanks.

Be aware of how our actions pollute, locally and globally. Respect and learn how to act
sustainably and justly.

5. Learn about Global Catholic Climate Movement (catholicclimatemovement.global; FB: MetroNY:);
Catholic Climate Covenant, Laudato Si’ Generation and local environmental groups.
