Ivereigh’s Pope Francis: a “wounded shepherd” struggling for the conversion

of the Church (22 October 2019; Vatican News)

?"IUUHdEd Catholic author and journalist Austen lIvereigh’s follow-up to his critically acclaimed
bhi'.‘ph(l‘-l‘d biography of Pope Francis will be on sale from November 5. As Ivereigh explains,
“Wounded Shepherd: Pope Francis and His Struggle to Convert the Catholic Church”
takes the reader on a journey though some key issues and episodes that mark this
papacy’s reform in Rome and in the wider Church.

P!.llh'tt[l ""' This book, he told me, “is about the pontificate, what happened with the reform over
I\"'CI'C]E!,‘I] T the last six years”. He remarked on how it reflects the problems and the difficulties
= .. Pope Francis has faced, but also how he conceives and thinks about his own
e g leadership of the Church, and “that he doesn’t consider himself as being the architect
of change”. “The analogy | use in the book,” he explained, is that he’s much more like a Jesuit spiritual director,
and it's not the spiritual director who changes you when you go on a retreat, it's God, it's the Holy Spirit”.
So, lvereigh said: “he facilitates, he guides, he points out the obstacles, he warns you against the temptations.”
Thus, lvereigh revealed, the central narrative highlights Francis’s particular brand of leadership: who this man is,
how he is guiding the Church, what is he asking of us and what does he see the Holy Spirit asking the Church.
“He’s a different kind of a leader: He’s not putting his own authority and prestige above the unity of the institution,
or above the institution itself’. It really is a different kind of leadership, he continued, and people acknowledge
and recognize that there is something in Francis that the world can learn from in leadership of institutions or of
countries.

Ivereigh said the reason he chose the title of the book is because during the clerical sexual abuse crisis in 2018,
the Pope spoke a lot about the Church having to face its wounds: “about the wounds of the victims and also
the wounds of the Church and not being afraid of facing those wounds because that is part of the process of
conversion”. “We must honestly face our wounds, accept the truth of our situation, and then in shame, invite the
mercy of God to transform us: that is how conversion happens and that is how he is inviting the Church to
convert,” he said.

Pope Francis’, he said, is a leadership which is not afraid of facing the wounds of the Church and allowing God’s
grace to transform it. “I think he’s wounded in the sense he is carrying the wounds of the church: he’s carrying
the wounds of humanity”, pointing out that this is “a Pope who goes to a refugee camp and cries with the
refugees, he goes around Myanmar doing everything he can for the Rohingya and then saying ‘the name of God
is Rohingya’ and again, being prepared to cry.” In carrying the problems of the world, Ivereigh said, he is not
afraid of the “woundedness of the world because he knows that we have a healer that can heal those wounds”.
And again, “The courage of allowing that brokenness to come forward is one of the marks of his pontificate: there
is a boldness and a willingness to face what for most people is too uncomfortable to face.”

“I have no doubt about his greatness. | think he is an extraordinary, brilliant man, intellectually in a way that
people don’t see because his intelligence is such that he knows how to communicate as a pastor,” and
his spiritual depth is also extraordinary as is his ability to read history: “to detect the motions of the Spirit in
the events and how the Spirit is inviting the Church to respond”. All this, he concluded “takes us to a depth
of leadership which is very, very unusual in the world. Certainly he will be seen as one of the great Popes of this

El Papa Francisco de Ivereigh: un "Pastor Herido" que lucha por la conversion
de la Iglesia (22 de octubre de 2019; Noticias del Vaticano)

El seguimiento del autor y periodista catélico Austen Ivereigh en su
biografia aclamada por la critica del Papa Francisco estara a la venta
a partir del 5 de noviembre. Como explica Ivereigh, Un "Pastor Herido:
El Papa Francisco y su lucha para convertir a la Iglesia catélica" lleva
al lector a un viaje entre algunos temas y episodios claves que marcan
la reforma de este papado en Roma y en la Iglesia en general.

Este libro, me dijo, "trata sobre el pontificado, lo que sucedi6 con la
reforma en los ultimos seis afios". Comenté cdmo refleja los problemas vy las dificultades que ha enfrentado
el Papa Francisco, pero también como concibe y piensa sobre su propio liderazgo de la Iglesia, y "que no
se considera el arquitecto del cambio". "La analogia que uso en el libro", explico, es que es mucho mas
como un director espiritual jesuita, y no es el director espiritual quien te cambia cuando vas a un retiro, es
Dios, es el Espiritu Santo ". Entonces, Ivereigh dijo: "facilita, guia, sefala los obstaculos, te advierte contra
las tentaciones".

Por lo tanto, revel6 lvereigh, la narrativa central resalta el tipo particular de liderazgo de Francisco: quién es
este hombre, cdmo esta guiando a la Iglesia, qué nos esta pidiendo y qué ve el Espiritu Santo preguntando
a la Iglesia. "Es un tipo diferente de lider: no esta poniendo su propia autoridad y prestigio por encima de la
unidad de la institucion, o por encima de la institucién misma". Realmente es un tipo diferente de liderazgo,
continuo, y la gente reconoce y reconoce que hay algo en Francis de lo que el mundo puede aprender en
el liderazgo de instituciones o paises.

Ivereigh dijo que la razén por la que eligié el titulo del libro es porque durante la crisis de abuso sexual
clerical en 2018, el Papa hablé mucho acerca de que la Iglesia tenia que enfrentar sus heridas: "sobre las
heridas de las victimas y también las heridas de la Iglesia". y no tener miedo de enfrentar esas heridas
porque eso es parte del proceso de conversion . "Debemos enfrentar honestamente nuestras heridas,
aceptar la verdad de nuestra situacion y luego, avergonzados, invitar a la misericordia de Dios a
transformarnos: asi es como ocurre la conversion y asi es como esta invitando a la Iglesia a convertirse",
dijo.

Dijo que el Papa Francisco es un liderazgo que no teme enfrentar las heridas de la Iglesia y permitir que la
gracia de Dios la transforme. "Creo que esta herido en el sentido de que esta cargando las heridas de la
iglesia: esta cargando las heridas de la humanidad", sefialando que este es "un Papa que va a un campo
de refugiados y llora con los refugiados, va por Myanmar haciendo todo lo que pueda para los rohingya y
luego decir 'el nombre de Dios es rohingya' y nuevamente, estar preparado para llorar ”. Al llevar los
problemas del mundo, dijo Ivereigh, no le teme a Ia“ herida del mundo porque él sabe que tenemos un
sanador que puede curar esas heridas ". Y una vez mas, "el coraje de permitir que se presente esa
ruptura es una de las marcas de su pontificado: hay una audacia y una voluntad de enfrentar lo que

para la mayoria de las personas es demasiado incomodo".

“No tengo dudas sobre su grandeza. Creo que es un hombre extraordinario y brillante, intelectualmente

de una manera que la gente no ve porque su inteligencia es tal que sabe como comunicarse como pastor ",
y su profundidad espiritual también es extraordinaria, al igual que su habilidad para leer la historia. :
"Detectar los movimientos del Espiritu en los eventos y cédmo el Espiritu esta invitando a la Iglesia a
responder”. Todo esto, concluyd, “nos lleva a una profundidad de liderazgo que es muy, muy inusual

en el mundo. Ciertamente sera visto como uno de los grandes Papas de esta época "
