Reimagining the Eucharist by Thomas O'Loughlin
25 MARCH 2020, THE TABLET (SHORT VERSION)

Masses have been suspended. A leading theologian argues that, as well as a time of loss, this might be a mo-
ment to broaden our understanding of the Eucharist and to deepen our spirituality beyond the walls of our
usual place of worship

For too long....Latin Christians have tended to think about the Eucharist as an
object (something that happens due to the activity of the priest, which the lay
faithful observe rather like the audience at a play or a concert) or as a commodity
(with those present behaving as religious consumers). The language we use is
the giveaway. We talk about “getting Mass” and “attending a Mass”, of “getting
Communion” and “taking Communion”. The image in our minds is that the
Eucharist is something “out there”, which we watch or somehow obtain and

make our own, as if we were theatergoers or consumers.

But the word “Eucharist” relates to a verb: it is something we, the whole People of
God, do. It is the activity of thanking God the Father as a gathered community —
and we offer this praise and thanks through Christ our Lord. The focus is on
thanking the Father. The access to the Father is provided to us in the Spirit through
Jesus Christ — and the prayers are led by the priest. It is our basic activity as
Christians, not some “thing” that the priest does for us or makes for us.

So if we cannot gather because of the coronavirus, can we still offer thanks to the Father through Christ? Let’s relearn
some basics.

First, Jesus is present with us. Many Catholics treat church buildings as if they were pagan temples: as if God is only
“in there”. But God’s presence is everywhere, and the risen Christ is not limited by space. This presence of the risen
Jesus among the community is captured in this saying preserved in Matthew’s Gospel: “For where two or three are
gathered in my name, | am there among them” (18:20). Even the smallest gathering — just two people standing two
meters apart so as not to spread the virus — has the risen Lord among them.

Second, your room is a basic place of prayer. We sometimes think that we are only commanded to pray in a church
building — we have grown up with the idea of attendance at Mass on Sunday as a regulation — but it is sobering to

recall this instruction by Jesus: “And whenever you pray, do not be like the hypocrites; for they love to stand and pray

in the gatherings and at the street corners, so that they may be seen by others. Truly | tell you, they have received their
reward. But whenever you pray, go into your room and shut the door and pray to your Father who is in secret; and your
Father who sees in secret will reward you” (Matthew 6:5-6). It's a moment for us to rediscover the art of closing the door
and praying alone — knowing that the Father will listen to our prayers.

Third, we describe the Eucharist as “the centre and summit of our Christian lives”, which is true, but we often make
the mistake of regarding it as the whole of our religious life. This crisis calls on us to build up the surrounding foothills,
by caring for one another and thanking God at home and in our place of study or work as well as in church. If we are
not thankful for the meals and the friendship we share at home, we are hardly ready to be thankful at the Great
Thanksgiving that we call “the Eucharist”.

And finally, every table is a sacred place. Jesus encountered people and taught at their tables: every table is a place
where we can encounter the Lord in those with us........ , So let’s start recalling that whenever we eat, we should be
thankful: “You shall eat your fill and bless the Lord your God for the good land that he has given you” (Deuteronomy
8:10). We should always be thankful for the food we eat (saying grace before meals) and for the pleasure of eating
and being together (grace after meals).

Until we can get back to normal (in our liturgy), let’s just note its loss, concentrate on what we can do while we are living
in isolation from one another, and then, when the restrictions are lifted, rejoice that our fellowship is restored.....let's use
this experience to rediscover that we are the Church (it is not a building, or the preserve of the clergy), that we must be
Eucharistic every day (it is an act of attitude of thankfulness for all the good things of creation, particularly meals, not a

performance we “attend” or an object we “get”, “take” or “receive”), and that the risen one is with us, interceding for us
with the Father, in these worrying times.

Thomas O’Loughlin is professor of historical theology at the University of Nottingham, and a former president of the Catholic
Theological Association of Great Britain. His latest book is Eating Together, Becoming One (Liturgical Press).




Reimaginando la Eucaristia por Thomas O'Loughlin
25 DE MARZO DE 2020, THE TABLET (versién corta)

Las Misas han sido suspendidas. Un destacado teélogo argumenta que, ademas de un momento de pérdida,
este podria ser un momento para ampliar nuestra comprension de la Eucaristia y profundizar nuestra espiritua-
lidad mas alla de los muros de nuestro lugar habitual de culto.

Durante demasiado tiempo ... los cristianos latinos han tendido a pensar en la Eucaristia como
un objeto (algo que sucede debido a la actividad del sacerdote, que los fieles laicos observan
mas bien como la audiencia en una obra de teatro o un concierto) o como una mercancia (con
los presentes comportandose como consumidores religiosos). El lenguaje que usamos es el
sorteo. Hablamos de "recibir misa" y "asistir a una misa", de "comunién" y "comunion". La
imagen en nuestras mentes es que la Eucaristia es algo "alla afuera", que vemos u obtenemos
de alguna manera, como si fuéramos espectadores o consumidores.

Pero la palabra "Eucaristia" se refiere a un verbo: es algo que nosotros, todo el pueblo de Dios,
hacemos. Es la actividad de agradecer a Dios Padre como una comunidad reunida, y ofrecemos
esta alabanza y agradecimiento a través de Cristo nuestro Sefior. El enfoque esta en agradecer
al Padre. El acceso al Padre se nos proporciona en el Espiritu a través de Jesucristo, y las
oraciones son dirigidas por el sacerdote. Es nuestra actividad basica como cristianos, no alguna
"cosa" que el sacerdote hace por nosotros.

Entonces, si no podemos reunirnos debido al coronavirus, ¢ podemos seguir ofreciendo gracias al Padre por medio de
Cristo? Volvamos a aprender algunos conceptos basicos.

Primero, Jesus esta presente con nosotros. Muchos catélicos tratan los edificios de las iglesias como si fueran templos
paganos: como si Dios solo estuviera "alli". Pero la presencia de Dios esta en todas partes, y el Cristo resucitado no
esta limitado por el espacio. Esta presencia del Jesus resucitado entre la comunidad se refleja en este dicho
preservado en el Evangelio de Mateo: "Porque donde estan dos o tres reunidos en mi nombre, yo estoy alli entre

ellos" (18:20). Incluso la reunion mas pequefia, solo dos personas separadas por dos metros para no propagar el

virus, tiene al Serior resucitado entre ellos.

Segundo, tu habitacion es un lugar basico de oracion. A veces pensamos que solo se nos ordena rezar en un edificio
de la iglesia, hemos crecido con la idea de asistir a la misa el domingo como un reglamento, pero es aleccionador
recordar esta instruccion de Jesus: “Y cuando ores, haz no seas como los hipécritas; porque les encanta estar de pie
y rezar en las reuniones y en las esquinas, para que otros puedan verlos. De cierto te digo que han recibido su
recompensa. Pero cuando ores, entra a tu habitacién y cierra la puerta y reza a tu Padre que esta en secreto; y tu
Padre que ve en secreto te recompensara’(Mateo 6: 5-6). Es un momento para nosotros redescubrir el arte de cerrar
la puerta y orar solo, sabiendo que el Padre escuchara nuestras oraciones.

Tercero, describimos la Eucaristia como "el centro y la cumbre de nuestras vidas cristianas", lo cual es cierto, pero a
menudo cometemos el error de considerarla como el conjunto de nuestra vida religiosa. Esta crisis nos llama a
construir las estribaciones circundantes, cuidandonos unos a otros y agradeciendo a Dios en el hogar y en nuestro
lugar de estudio o trabajo, asi como en la iglesia. Si no estamos agradecidos por las comidas y la amistad que
compartimos en casa, apenas estamos listos para estar agradecidos en la Gran Accion de Gracias que llamamos

"la Eucaristia".

Y finalmente, cada mesa es un lugar sagrado. Jesus se encontré con personas y ensefid en sus mesas: cada mesa
es un lugar donde podemos encontrarnos con el Sefior en aquellos que estan con nosotros ... asi que comencemos a
recordar que cada vez que comemos, deberiamos estar agradecidos: “Comeras hasta saciarte y bendice al Sefior tu
Dios por la buena tierra que te ha dado”’(Deuteronomio 8:10). Siempre debemos estar agradecidos por la comida que
comemos (decir gracia antes de las comidas) y por el placer de comer y estar juntos (gracia después de las comidas).
Hasta que podamos volver a la normalidad (en nuestra liturgia), observemos su pérdida, concentrémonos en lo que
podemos hacer mientras vivimos aislados unos de otros, y luego, cuando se levanten las restricciones, regocijense de
que nuestra comunidad se restablezca ... usemos esta experiencia para redescubrir que somos la Iglesia (no es un
edificio, o es una reserva del clero), que debemos ser eucaristicos todos los dias (es un acto de actitud de agradeci-
miento por todas las cosas buenas de creacion, particularmente comidas, no una actuacion que "asistimos" o un objeto
que "recibimos", "tomamos" o "recibimos"), y que el resucitado esta con nosotros, intercediendo por nosotros con el
Padre, en estos tiempos preocupantes .
