After two years of waiting for city permits, Christ Our Hope Parish 
has finally installed its “Homeless Jesus” sculpture outside the 
downtown Seattle church. The bronze depiction of a person lying 
under a blanket on a 7-foot-long bench is only recognizable as Je-
sus by the crucifixion wounds on his feet. “It’s a very moving and 
appropriate sculpture for the parish and it reminds us how we 
have to deal with homelessness,” said Father Paul Magnano, pas-
tor.  
 
Soon after the sculpture was installed Aug. 17, two homeless peo-
ple slept next to it, and visitors are stopping there to pray, he said. 
The sculpture was created by Timothy Schmalz, a Canadian Catho-
lic, whose website describes the work as “a visual representation 
of Matthew 25. The sculpture suggests that Christ is with the most 
marginalized in our society.”
