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  Next Saturday is the Memorial of Our Lady 

of Lourdes. It commemorates the amazing encounter 

St. Bernadette Soubirous had with the Blessed Vir-

gin Mary in 1858. Through this humble, simple 

peasant girl, Mary called sinners (ie, all of us!) to conversion to 

her Son. In addition, her call enkindled a deeper zeal for prayer 

and charity, especially towards the sick and poor. Since 1858, 

countless numbers of pilgrims have gone to the site of the appa-

ritions, where there has since bubbled up a spring of waters in 

which the people bathe. Many miracles and wonders of healing 

and conversion among the pilgrims there are widely known, and 

they continue to occur in our own day.  

 All that being said, the central message of Lourdes is 

NOT the miracles. It is conversion of heart, and compassion for 

those who suffer. Because of the association of the sick with 

pilgrimages to Lourdes, the “World Day of the Sick” is observed 

on this date. It was begun in 1992 by Pope St. John Paul II, as a 

day of special prayer for those afflicted with all kinds of ill-

nesses, as well as for those who care for the sick. It is a day on 

which we recognize our call to walk with those who suffer, and 

also to recognize that we all encounter suffering in our own 

lives. Our suffering does not have to be senseless – we always 

have an opportunity to unite our suffering to that of the crucified 

Lord.  Whether or not you’re able to come for our special Mass 

for the Sick on Saturday morning, I hope you’ll join us in prayer 

throughout the day as we remember the sick, and those who care 

for them.

Join Bishop Robert Barron for this engag-

ing presentation concerning the seven 

deadly sins, those great spiritual blocks that inhibit our flourish-

ing in relationship with God and one another. 

  Based on Dante’s writings, the seven deadly sins correspond 

to the seven levels of Dante’s Mt. Purgatory.  Pride, envy, anger, 

sloth, gluttony, avarice, and lust are all presented as patterns of 

dysfunction within us that lead to unhappiness.                 .  

 However, Bishop Barron shows us how to counteract these 

seven sinful patterns through a conscious process of opposition, 

which are the “seven lively virtues." The seven lively virtues of-

fer antidotes to each sin and help set us on the right path to heal-

ing and happiness.                                                   .
