FOCUS: Following the commands of the Lord
brings life and joy.

The Lord’s commands are not restricting or limiting,
but rather are the way to our fulfilment in this life and
the next. We can love and be loved by our Creator by
following his commandments.

LITURGY OF THE WORD: In the first reading,
Peter speaks of fearing the Lord and doing his work,
and the Holy Spirit comes upon the believers. Peter
commands even the Gentiles who have received the
Holy Spirit to be baptized. In John’s First Letter, he
writes of loving one another because God is love, and
he abides in us when we love. Jesus explains in the
Gospel that we are commanded to love as he has
loved—by laying down our lives for each other.

REFLECTION: Jesus assures us that we already
have God’s love; it is not something we must earn by
minute adherence to a code of proper behavior. Jesus
is asking us to live out of the realization of that love.
We are his "friends," he tells us, so now go out and
live like friends with one another — bear fruit.

So I ask myself: In my daily life, what "fruits" do I
bear in Jesus’ name?
