Novena for the Legal Protection of Human Life 
Each Friday, between August 3 and September 28, the 
standing weekly Call to Prayer will be adapted as a nine-
week Novena for the Legal Protection of Human Life. In 
addition to the current invitation to fast on Fridays, partici-
pants are encouraged to pray one Our Father, Hail Mary, 
and Glory Be for the intention of this novena. 
 
The initiative was prompted by the announcement earlier 
this summer that U.S. Supreme Court Justice Anthony 
Kennedy would retire.  Neither the Archdiocese of Phila. 
nor the USCCB supports or opposes the confirmation of 
any presidential nominee.  However, given this historic 
moment, the U.S. bishops are urging people of good will 
to pray that a change in the U.S. Supreme Court may 
move our nation closer to the day when every human  
being is protected in law and welcomed in life.

Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
August 12, 2018 

FOCUS:  Jesus, the Bread of Life, teaches us how to 
come to the Father. 

The claims that Jesus makes about himself leave us 
with a choice: to receive him and be transformed, fol-
lowing him as he leads us to the Father or to remain 
as we are. 

LITURGY OF THE WORD:   In First Kings, we 
hear of Elijah’s cry to the Lord when he prays for 
death.  He is visited by an angel who tells him to eat 
and drink in order to be able to withstand his journey.  
In Paul’s Letter to the Ephesians, he reminds us to 
remove evil and instead take on compassion and mer-
cy.  In today’s Gospel, Jesus explains that receiving 
him, the Bread of Life, is the way to the Father in 
heaven. 

REFLECTION:  People cannot achieve God on their 
own, they must be drawn by God, the One who gives 
faith. The invitation is always before us. Shall we ac-
cept again, what the religious authorities rejected, the 
bread that has come down from heaven ? 

So we ask ourselves: 

♦ How do I experience God "drawing" me these 
days? 

♦ How am I responding to that invitation?
