Welcome to “Lost and Found Sunday”! Just in case being in church makes us 
proudly consider ourselves especially religious, today’s Gospel suggests that 
we’d be wiser to admit that we’re sometimes lost. Then we’ll eventually be 
happily counted among Jesus’ “found,” because today Jesus focuses on a lost 
sheep, lost coin, lost son. Jesus does so because the Pharisees and scribes, 
proudly considering themselves especially religious, “began to complain” that 
Jesus “welcomes sinners and eats with them.”
