FORCED TO LISTEN

The church celebrates the birth of John the Baptist
almost exactly six months before we celebrate Jesus’
birth because, according to Luke’s gospel, the cousins
are about six months apart in age. Today’s reading picks
up when John the Baptist is born. In the nine months
before this, his father Zechariah was unable to speak
since he doubted the angel who told him his wife would
have a baby in her old age.

Zechariah was a highly respected person in his time. He
was male in a paftriarchal society, an elder in a culture
that honored elders, and a priest in a religion that held
great respect for priests. He had a voice in society, and
people listened when he spoke.

When Zechariah still can’t talk after his son’s birth, he
loses the privilege of publicly naming his child. In
Zechariah’s silence, Elizabeth’s voice can finally be
heard. She announces the baby’s name, and everyone is
shocked that he isn’t named after his father. When
Zechariah backs her up and writes on the tablet that the
baby’s name will be John, he finally gets his voice back.

What may have seemed like a punishment at first turned
out to be a gift. Zechariah was forced to practice
listening while Elizabeth found her voice. The story
foreshadows the birth of Jesus when Mary, the unwed
pregnant teenager, takes center stage and proclaims her
great Magnificat, speaking with the eloquence of the
Old Testament prophets.

Of course when Jesus grows up, he continues this
pattern of turning things upside down by proclaiming
things like “The first shall be last, and the last shall be
first” (Mt. 20:16) and “Blessed are you who are hungry
now, for you will be filled/Woe fo you who are full now,
for you will be hungry” (Lk. 6:21, 25).

Questions of the Week: When in your life did
something that seemed like a curse turn out fo be a
blessing? Have there been times in your life when you
realized you needed to “shut up and listen” more? Or
have there been times when you were invited to find
your voice and speak up?
