From the time we are born into this world until we die, our human radar picks up signals about how to respond 
to life. What we picked up on when we were very young carries an even greater power. The messages we re-
ceive and process tell us what we are ñsupposedò to do with our feelings, how to understand and cope with 
disappointment, anxiety, failure, death, illness, and what to expect out of life. As life unfolds for us, these ra-
dar messages kick in and resonate in us at very deep levels. Sometimes what we have learned is helpful and 
sometimes it is not. The stories we have been told, especially when we are young, about how life is best lived 
and how to negotiate its pain carry a heavy weight.  
 

Life can be challenging and frightening. Sometimes, it really hurts to be a human being. It also can be quite 
unpredictable and, at times, unfair. We face our vulnerability and brokenness of all kinds: physical, emotional, 
and spiritual. It doesnôt take much for life to quickly fall apart. What we knew to be familiar and true is gone 
and something we relied upon, physically, emotionally, or spiritually, can be taken away. It is hard to confront 
our limitations and sit with our incompleteness. Often, life hurts us so much that we find ourselves sitting in a 
pool of sadness, not sure what we are supposed to do. It is particularly hard when the signals we have inherited 
tell us that we need to be successful in what we do, and we have to avoid lifeôs unfairness. We can feel like a 
failure, wondering what precisely we did to deserve this fate, or ruminate about what we did not do correctly. 
But itôs really not about us. We are part of a bigger picture and a much more fascinating story! 

If we cease doing battle with lifeôs incompleteness and see ourselves, as God does, on a journey toward 
wholeness and completeness we can better accept our disappointments and stand firm. The prophets told us, 
and Jesus reassured us: Be strong! Fear not! Sometimes we have to update our stories and replace them with 
newer, more accurate ones. When we make Godôs story our own and tune our radar into His voice, what we 
hear is all about restoration, healing, and rejuvenation! This is true even when we think we have hit rock bot-
tom and can go no further. There is always hope. Remember the words of Julian of Norwich: God made us, 
God loves us, and God keeps us. Now, listen to God when He says, ñbe opened!ò Be healed and allow your 
stories to change.

Confirmation  

Confirmation preparation is a two-year program. The most important part of preparing for Confirmation is 
attendance at weekly Mass and receiving the Eucharist. This year our classes will be in person and we have 
planned our Confirmation program so that the students may attend the 11:00 Sunday Mass and have class 
following Mass 12:00-1:00. 
 
Confirmation II (grade 10) classes will begin in October and we look forward to the celebration of Confir-
mation in the spring. Our Confirmation Ceremonies are scheduled for Sunday, March 13, 2022. 
Confirmation I (grade 9) will have a meeting in November and classes will begin in January. Students at-
tending Catholic high school are welcome, but not required, to attend Confirmation I. Please complete a 
registration for your ninth-grade Catholic high school student so we will have your contact information for 
all Confirmation information (there will be no registration fee). 
 
Due to our health situation last year, there may be students who did not attend Confirmation I. If this hap-
pens to be your situation, please contact us and we will assist you in working out a plan for Confirmation. 
We believe ñserviceò is an important part of our Catholic faith. For Confirmation students we ask that this 
ñserviceò be participation in parish events, rather than counted hours. At the beginning of the year all Con-
firmation I and Confirmation II students will receive a list of parish activities. Each Confirmation I and 
Confirmation II student is asked to participate and help in at least two activities.

Our kindergarten through grade five plan for the Fall 
Season will offer the option of home study or grade-
level zoom gatherings twice each month with Joanne 
Curry, St Timothy Faith Formation Director. The zoom 
gatherings will be offered on Monday, Tuesday, and 
Wednesday afternoons.
