The Presentation of the Lord

Under the Mosaic Law, a woman was ritually “unclean” for 40 days after childbirth, when she was to present herself to the
priests and offer sacrifice—her “purification.” Contact with anyone who had brushed against mystery—birth or death—
excluded a person from Jewish worship. This feast emphasizes Jesus’ first appearance in the Temple more than Mary’s

purification.

In Luke’s account, Jesus was welcomed in the temple by two elderly people, Simeon and the widow Anna. They embody Israel
in their patient expectation; they acknowledge the infant Jesus as the long-awaited Messiah. Early references to the Roman
feast dub it the feast of Saint Simeon, the old man who burst into a song of joy which the Church still sings at day’s end. [1GHI
