Uniform Changes for 2019 - 2020

Several parents indicated they missed this message due to travel and vacations.

Two years ago, we moved our middle school students to the navy blue polo shirts made of wicking material.
These shirts are much more comfortable, do not fade, and hold their shape.

We tried to move our younger boys to a light yellow shirt in the wicking material, but discovered the color is
not available in the better quality fabric. As a result, we decided to move our young boys to a light blue shirt,
to replace the yellow. The light blue is a better fabric. The girls will
continue wearing the light yellow blouses. (This is for students in
grades Kindergarten through
Grade 4.) During the 2019 —
2020 school year, we will
“grandfather” the light yellow
boy’s polo shirts. The boys for
this school year may wear both
the new light blue and the former
light yellow.

In addition, our new PE shirts
will be in the wicking fabric. The
gray was not available, so we chose the navy blue.



Again, we will “grandfather” the gray PE shirts during the 2019 — 2020 school year. Students may wear either
the gray or the new navy blue.

Many of our parents of PreK students have requested a feminine option for our little
girls. In addition to the regular PE uniform, our PreK and Kindergarten girls now have
a jersey dress option that will be sold through Children’s World. This dress will have
the SJCS logo on the left side, just like our polo shirts. PreK girls can wear the shirts
and shorts, or the new jersey dress option.

Tax Free Back-to-School Holiday (Mark Your Calendars)
August 2 — August 4

Sales tax holiday for clothing, personal computers, and school supplies (see the attached memo from
the Florida Department of Revenue)

The following items will be exempt from Florida sales tax from 12:01 a.m. on August 2, 2019, through 11:59
p.m. on August 4, 2019:

» Clothing, wallets, or bags, including diaper bags, backpacks, fanny packs, and handbags (but
excluding briefcases, suitcases, and other garment bags) with a sales price of $60 or less

e The first $1,000 of the sales price of personal computers or personal computer-related accessories
purchased for noncommercial home or personal use

e School supplies with a sales price of $15 or less

As usual, with Florida sales tax holidays, the exemptions described above don’t apply to sales of otherwise
qualifying products made within an airport, entertainment complex, or theme park. The tax-free periods are
meant to benefit Floridians, not tourists.

2019 Back-to-School Sales Tax Holiday

August 2 through August 6, 2019

This sales tax holiday begins on Friday, August 2, 2019, and ends on Tuesday, August 6, 2019.

Notice to Businesses with Multiple Locations

If you report sales tax for all your locations on one consolidated tax return, this publication was mailed to the
main business address listed on your return. This publication was not mailed to each of your locations. Please be
sure to notify all of your individual store locations about this sales tax holiday and the specific provisions in this
publication. A list of the eligible items and a copy of this publication are available on the Department’s website
at floridarevenue.com/backtoschool.

During this sales tax holiday period, Florida law directs that no sales tax or local option tax (also known as
discretionary sales surtax) will be collected on purchases of:
e Clothing, footwear, and certain accessories selling for $60 or less per item,
e Certain school supplies selling for $15 or less per item, and
e Personal computers and certain computer-related accessories selling for $1,000 or less per item,
when purchased for noncommercial home or personal use.

This sales tax holiday does not apply to:

Any item of clothing selling for more than $60;

Any school supply item selling for more than $15;

Books that are not otherwise exempt;

Computers and computer-related accessories purchased for commercial purposes;
Rentals or leases of any eligible items;

Repairs or alterations of any eligible items; or

Sales of any eligible items in a theme park, entertainment complex, public lodging establishment, or
airport.

Articles Normally Sold as a Unit Buy One, Get One Free or for a Reduced Price

Articles normally sold as a unit must continue to be sold The total price of items advertised as “buy one, get one

Exchanging a Purchase after the Sales Tax Holiday
Period

When a customer purchases an eligible item during the
sales tax holiday period, then later exchanges the item for
the same item (e.g., different size or different color), no tax

Gift Cards will be due even if the exchange is made after the sales tax
The sale of a gift card is not taxable. A gift card does not holiday period.

reduce the selling price of an item.

Sets Having Exempt and Taxable ltems

When tax-exempt items are normally sold together with
taxable merchandise as a set or single unit, the sales
price of the set or unit is subject to sales tax.

When a customer purchases an eligible item during the
sales tax holiday period, then later returns the item and
receives credit on the purchase of a different item, the new
item purchased is subject to sales tax.

Eligible items purchased during the sales tax holiday
period using a gift card will qualify for the exemption,
regardless of when the gift card was purchased.

Eligible items purchased with a gift card after the sales
tax holiday period are taxable, even if the gift card was
purchased during the sales tax holiday period.
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Coupons, Discounts, and Rebates
The sales price of an item includes all consideration

received by the retailer for that item. The price of an

item is not limited to the amount paid by a customer. A
coupon, discount, or rebate offered by the retail seller
reduces the sales price of an item because it reduces the
total amount received by the retail seller for the item.

When a retailer is reimbursed for the amount of any
discount created by a manufacturer’s coupon, discount,
or rebate, the amount of the reimbursement is included in
the taxable sales price of the item.

Rain Checks

Eligible items purchased during the sales tax holiday
period using a rain check qualify for the exemption
regardless of when the rain check was issued.

However, issuance of a rain check during the sales tax
holiday period will not qualify an eligible item for the
exemption if the item is purchased after the sales tax
holiday period.

Layaway Sales
A layaway sale is a transaction where merchandise is

set aside for future delivery to a customer who makes a
deposit, agrees to pay the balance of the purchase price
over a period of time, and receives the merchandise
at the end of the payment period. Eligible items sold
as layaway sales qualify for the exemption when the
customer:

e Accepts delivery of the merchandise during the

sales tax holiday period, or

e Puts an eligible item on layaway, even if final
payment is made after the sales tax holiday
period.

Mail-Order, Catalog, or Online Sales
Eligible items purchased by mail-order, catalog, or online

are exempt when the order is accepted by the company
during the sales tax holiday period for immediate
shipment, even if delivery is made after the sales tax
holiday period.

Shipping and Handling
When shipping and handling charges are part of the

sales price of an item, and multiple items are shipped
on a single invoice or receipt, the shipping and handling
charge must be apportioned to each item on the invoice
or receipt to determine if an item is exempt during the
sales tax holiday period.

Recordkeeping
Sales of eligible items sold during the sales tax holiday

period should be reported as exempt sales on your sales
tax return.

For Panama City and Panama City Beach Dealers

Only
Panama City and Panama City Beach impose on retailers

a 1% merchant’s license fee or tax. The merchant’s
license fee is included in the sales price of each item. If
the fee is separately stated, it must be assigned to the
sales price of each item on the invoice to determine if an
item is exempt during the sales tax holiday period.

Qualified Businesses May Choose Not to Participate in the Back-to-School Sales Tax Holiday

Qualified businesses may choose not to participate in the sales tax holiday when less than five percent (5%) of their
gross sales of tangible personal property during calendar year 2018 were sales of items that would be exempt during
the sales tax holiday period. Businesses with multiple locations must include the gross sales of all their Florida
locations in this calculation. For businesses that were not in operation during the 2018 calendar year, this option is
available when less than five percent (5%) of the business’s inventory of items for sale are items that would be tax

Qualifying businesses choosing not to participate in the sales tax holiday must send a written notice to the
Department by August 1, 2019. The notice must be on business letterhead and state that the business meets the
qualifications stated above and has chosen not to participate in the sales tax holiday. The notice must be signed
by an individual authorized to sign on behalf of the business. Businesses with multiple locations may send a single
notice stating that all their Florida locations will not participate in the sales tax holiday.

Qualified businesses that do not participate in the sales tax holiday must post a notice at each business location
stating their choice not to participate in the Back-to-School Sales Tax Holiday. The notice must be posted in a
conspicuous location at the place of business. The following is a suggested notice:

Clothing and Accessories

The following is a list of clothing and accessory items and their taxable status during the back-to-school
sales tax holiday period. No tax is due on the sale or purchase of any article of clothing, wallet, or bag,
including handbags, backpacks, fanny packs, and diaper bags, but excluding briefcases, suitcases, and
other garment bags, with a selling price of $60 or less per item. (The list is not all-inclusive.)

“Clothing” means any article of wearing apparel, including all footwear (except skis, swim fins, roller
blades, and skates) intended to be worn on or about the human body. Clothing does not include watches,
watchbands, jewelry, umbrellas, or handkerchiefs.

This exemption does not apply to sales of clothing, wallets, or bags in a theme park, entertainment
complex, public lodging establishment, or airport.

School Supply Items

The following is a list of school supplies and their taxable status during the back-to-school sales tax
holiday period. No tax is due on the sale or purchase of any school supply item with a selling price of $15
or less per item. This exemption does not apply to sales of school supplies in a theme park, entertainment
complex, public lodging establishment, or airport.

“School supplies” means pens, pencils, erasers, crayons, notebooks, notebook filler paper, legal pads,
binders, lunch boxes, construction paper, markers, folders, poster board, composition books, poster paper,
scissors, cellophane tape, glue, paste, rulers, computer disks, staplers and staples (used to secure paper
products), protractors, compasses, and calculators.

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Computers and Computer-Related Accessories

Personal computers and certain computer-related accessories may qualify for the exemption. The following is a list of
personal computers and computer-related accessories, and their taxable status during the back-to-school sales tax holiday
period. The exemption applies to an eligible item selling for $1,000 or less per item, when purchased for noncommercial
home or personal use. This exemption does not apply to sales of personal computers or computer-related accessories
for use in a trade or business; or to sales in a theme park, entertainment complex, public lodging establishment, or airport.

“Personal computers” includes electronic book readers, laptops, desktops, handhelds, tablets, and tower computers. The
term does not include cellular telephones, video game consoles, digital media receivers, or devices that are not primarily
designed to process data.

“Personal computer-related accessories” includes keyboards, mice (mouse devices), personal digital assistants,
monitors, other peripheral devices, modems, routers, and nonrecreational software, regardless of whether the accessories
are used in association with a personal computer base unit. Computer-related accessories do not include furniture or
systems, devices, software, or peripherals that are designed or intended primarily for recreational use. The term “monitor”
does not include a device that includes a television tuner.
