Pastorõs Corner  
 

 It is good to be back!  Thank you for the prayers ñknow that I carried 

all of your petitions with me, both the ones you physically gave to me and the 

ones that remained in your hearts.  I hope to do a presentation some evening 

in the near future to do a little show -and -tell with pictures and the message of 

Fatima.   

 One of the large take -aways from the trip was that the Fatima message 

is nothing less than the Gospel.  God, through Jesus Christ, has come to save sinners and bring them 

to real joy and union with God.  The Blessed Motherõs appearance at Fatima was a reminder to the 

children that God doesnõt desire the death of sinners, but their conversion.  However, because of our 

lack of engagement in offering prayer and sacrifice for sinners, many people are being lost to the 

deceptions of the devil.  God wants us to be co -laborers in the mission of salvation through our 

prayer and penances for those who never think of God, or purposely offend him by their sins.  After 

showing the children a vision of hell, Mary asked the children, òWill you offer your lives in 

reparation for sinners to save them from going to hell?ó  They gladly said yes, and spent the rest of 

their lives praying for the conversion of the world in union with our Lady.  

 I was also reminded that our Archdiocese is consecrated to the Immaculate Heart of our 

Lady of Fatima.  She is our special patroness and we should ask for her intercession often in our 

daily trials.  I brought back a statue of our Lady of Fatima, which will be in our daily mass chapel, 

as a sign of our own parishõs participation in the consecration.  I will be providing materials 

hopefully soon on how we can all take Fatimaõs true message to heartñdaily rosary, the scapular, 

1st Saturday devotion, and penance for sinners.  We will also be starting the first Saturday 

devotion as our Lady requested, and more information will follow on that soon.  

 This month is Respect Life Month as well as the month of the Rosary ña very appropriate 

combination!  We need to pray for conversion of our culture, in particular our state, which has 

rejected the inherent dignity of the human person through abortion on demand (funded completely 

by your tax dollars with House Bill 3391) as well as assisted suicide.  If you havenõt already signed 

the petition to stop taxpayer funding for abortion, please do so at www.stopthefunding.org this 

month.   

 Lastly, please pray for all the priests in our archdiocese this week: we will be having our 

annual convocation in Newport.  May it be a time of fraternity and renewal of all the shepherds in 

our local church!
