The Long Journey

Have you ever wondered why the
traffic-crossing icon is lacking
hands and feet? Having been
baffled by this for years, | often find
myself weaving tales of what could
have happened to this odd-looking
character!

Holding hands with my four-year-old grandson
Anthony, | began crossing a busy highway, keeping
stride with a stranger a few feet to our right, while
also heeding the crossing timer. We were not yet
halfway across when the signal changed. My
instinct was to scoop up Anthony and run the rest of
the way.

However, within a few seconds, | changed my mind.
Realizing that the stranger and | were keeping in
step with each other took on a significance that
overcame my fear of the approaching cars.

Without speaking a word or sharing a glance, this
stranger had accompanied me on a long journey of
thirty seconds. With him at my side, | was able to
walk through my inability to trust and my fear of
vulnerability, to the safety of the curb. My
companion reached the corner and then softly said
goodbye. He left me at that intersection; | still carry
him in my heart.

As Anthony and | continued to the ice cream shop, |
kept reliving that crossing. Recalling the blinking
safety icon, The Prayer of St. Teresa came to mind.
fChrist has no body now but yours. No hands, no
feet on earth but yours.0 In gratitude, | offered this
prayer for the stranger and hoped that his life
journey would be filled with peace, for in that thirty
second walk, he had accompanied me though my
personal fears and vulnerabilities.

Reflecting on this incident, | understand why the
safety icon does not have hands and feet. It is so
designed to help me to remember that it is God,
acting through others, who heals us with his loving
touch and patiently guides our footsteps on this
