If you would like to add anyone to this list please call (575) 758-9208, email 

ologbulletin@gmail.com, or fax (575) 758-2745 or stop at the office by  

Dear Family,�

What if you were called to change your life forever, where nothing looked the same from then on? Would you do it? Under 

what circumstances would you be able to say “yes?” And for whom? In today’s Gospel Our Lord asks some people to be His 

disciples and “follow” Him. However, they all have some family business to attend to before they follow him. The reading 

gives us a sense of urgency as Jesus is clear that these who have their reasons for not immediately leaving are obstacles to 

true discipleship. This may confuse us who, as our answers may not be different and we too wonder, why is God being so 

harsh. Who, though, is asking us to leave behind what we know and follow Him? This isn’t some random entrepreneur look-

ing to partner up for a business, this isn’t some cult leader with a hidden agenda, this leader is not a stranger whose back-

ground might leave us suspect. This is Jesus, Our God and Savior who calls. You see, friends, these two people were not 

wrong for trying to remain faithful to family, but instead they made a mistake in not seeing Jesus as family and making His 

will a priority for their lives. God’s call is also important and should be seen as a fundamental relationship in our life. You 

see, dear family, there can be a tendency to see God’s promptings as something external to our life, but nothing could be 

more intimate and more ultimately for our own good than to obey God’s call. Also, being good at justification and prone to 

laziness, it’s easy for us to come up with excuses. We can always find “good,” even reasonable reasons for not following 

God, but consider what you compromise when you put God on hold: hope, purpose, possibly even a vocation that alone can 

fulfill you. Today we ought to make our resolution: “No more excuses, I will follow God.”�
