Dear Family,�

        When one applies for a job, it’s highly unusual to see any of one’s fears, struggles, or challenges listed on a resume. In fact, most      

of the time as we get to know one another, we also tend to leave out of our sharing any sign or semblance of weakness. While it’s          

understandable that we want to put our best foot forward and appear in a favorable light, this varnishing of our lives leaves no room for 

authentic sharing and growth. In our friendships with others and even with God, to avoid expressing any frailty is to share half-heartedly 

and thus to miss the opportunity for the other to enrich us where we are unable. In today’s Gospel, we find Our Lord faced with a huge 

problem: so many hungry people and so little food. We might imagine Our Lord taking an “easier” route and just allowing food to drop out of 

the sky or spring up from the ground. Instead, Jesus makes most the interesting choice. The disciples, having very little (five loaves and 

two fish), don’t really see any hope to feed so many. The disciples, who are no doubt frustrated, express their poverty in response to    

Jesus’ command, “give them some food yourselves.” Then taking that little bit of food, Jesus multiplies it and creates enough for everyone, 

and then some. Our Lord decides to use the poverty, the lack of resources and ability, in order to help others and accomplish His will.      

It’s a strange move, for sure, but it seems to be God’s method, “He has cast down the mighty from their thrones and has lifted up the    

lowly.”  In other words, it is the very things we seek to hide as shameful and unacceptable that God chooses to use for His glory. Our     

poverty, rather than being a hindrance to God, is the very means He uses to produce plentiful works of grace, mercy and charity. So many 

times, a vocation, or a particular mission given to us, seems too tall an order to fill. How could I do your will, God, with whatever little have? 

But what about my struggles and brokenness? His response, “Perfect, that will do.” Yes, our gifts, also from Him, will do much good, but 

many times it is the very realities about ourselves we fear which can produce the greatest light when willfully offered up into the hands    

of the High Priest!
