Dear Family,�

        Most of the time when we speak in day to day conversations, we make statements about what’s going on in the world, in our 

world. We sometimes report things we’ve heard, share news about an event, and overall, simply act as the messenger of “the news.” 

In other words, most of our conversations consist of small talk. It’s easy to engage in this type of conversation because it doesn’t 

require anything of us. To report something we have heard, is to say nothing of our own beliefs, perceptions, or convictions. There’s 

no sacrifice of self in small talk. In the context of a conversation with the Apostles, Our Lord today challenges them to go deeper   

than just reporting, “Who do you say that I am? ”Peter famously responds with faith in Jesus as the “Son of the living God” and Jesus, 

just as famously, makes it clear that Peter will hold a special role in the foundation of the Church. This moment, however, does not 

simply belong to the past as an important speech or a defining moment, though it is certainly that as well. This question of Jesus,  

addressed to all us by virtue of our common baptism, is one that we choose to answer at every defining moment of our life where the 

Faith is at stake or called into question. Be it making a decision, speaking a word, or standing by our deepest convictions, we are   

always answering the question as to Jesus’ identity. Unlike small talk, it’s not something, especially as adults, we can simply pin on 

someone else nor do we have the option to pass the buck. By decision or indecision alike, we are always presented with opportunities 

to tell others, to proclaim what we believe, about Jesus of Nazareth. Do our actions proclaim Him Lord or simply a wise teacher?     

Do our words express belief in Him as God or simply another voice in our head weighing in with as much merit as any important    

person of history? Are we Christians, bearing His name, by association or by conviction?
