“Amen, amen, I say to you,�unless a grain of wheat falls to the ground and dies,��

it remains just a grain of wheat;�but if it dies, it produces much fruit.”�

While most of us experience death as a harsh and sad reality, we cannot deny that each type of death 

(e.g., loss of a loved one, end of a relationship, the fall of a regime) creates a whole new dynamic. 

When we experience an end or a death, true feelings rise to the surface, relationships change, and 

sometimes even new possibilities come into relief. In today’s Gospel, Jesus uses the example of dead 

and dry wheat grains to make a point about His own imminent death. He clearly recognizes the pain 

ahead and perhaps even His own apprehension as He gravely addresses the Father. But this is �

followed by a confident hope that God can use something as final as death to create something new. 

Jesus is not only previewing events in His life, but in ours! In entrusting ourselves over to this divine 

pattern and united to Christ’s sacrifice can be hope for the sacrifices we make, most especially with 

those things that are obstacles to spiritual growth. Be it a type of sin or an unhealthy relationship, it is 

ultimately our ego that needs to die so that God can fill us fully with His light and love. This death is 

very hard because it means letting go of that which is so familiar, so ingrained, but with pride out of 

the way, imagine what God can build in and through you. Friends, as we journey quickly toward His 

death and resurrection, give yourselves over to trusting Him and entrusting Him with your lives. Ask 

yourself what needs nailing to the cross so that you may rise a new creation on Easter morning. �
