So the Mission Discourse continues in Matthew’s Gospel this weekend with three para-
bles (depending on whether you heard the short or long form of the Gospel). The three para-
bles are: the buried treasure, the pearl of great price and the dragnet and each teaches the
apostles about judgment.

Last week’s Mission Discourse Gospel parable was about the wheat and the weeds and
ultimately about judgment. The wise farmer said to his workers, “/et them grow together and
at harvest time, we will reap them both — the weeds to be burned and the wheat to be
stored.” All that sounds a lot like judgment to me. What about with you? Wisely, the
farmer teaches us that it is God who is to “determine” or “judge” the time or readiness of the
harvest and in this parable, both the wheat and the weeds. So it is up to God to judge, not
us and that’s why the farmer says, /et them grow together and at harvest time, we will reap
them both.”

But Deacon Tom also preached wisely and from a different interpretation that all of us
are a little bit of both the wheat and the weeds in our lives; that all of us have a bit of light
and darkness in our soil (soul) and realizing that and understanding that and going with that
line of thinking, then all of us NEED to be more accepting and less harsh of one another —
since ALL OF US are a bit of both. A very close religious Sister and friend of mine, Sr, Mercia,
OSU, used to always say, “Faults we see in others, we ourselves possess!” How about that
for a quick morale to last week’s message?
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This weekend’s parables continue that message about judgment in these parables. The
buried treasure is about WHAT we desire in life and WHAT we are willing to sacrifice in order
to GET it, as is the parable of the pearl of great price. The dragnet image is ALL about catch-
ing EVYERTHING we have in our hearts and minds and spirits and souls and allowing the
Lord to save or discard what we have within. Again, all three seem to question the hearer
about WHAT is important, WHAT do we value, WHAT do we own and do all these FIT into
the mind of the Lord?

Definitely thought provoking and perhaps life changing questions for you and me on
this 17th Sunday. Just wait to see WHAT Jesus offers them (and us) next weekend!

Perhaps you checked out the NEW VIDEO SERIES on the Parish website and YouTube,
called Full of Grace? Parishioner and Commentator Eddy Jansen leads a Q & A with me as a
first in a series of “What goes on Here — in front of and behind the scenes.”

Music Ministry & Liturgy Notes

CESAR FRANK

| have to say, Solomon truly was a wise man when he asked God
for the gift of understanding. Instead of asking for worldly things,
Solomon wanted to be a good person so that he could pass his
love fairly to everyone. His actions are the perfect example of
what | think we are meant to do during our earthly lives: love
one another, and wait for the return of our Lord Christ Jesus.
How we choose to mold that into our actions is the challenge!
One 19t century composer was able to merge his love of music
with his faith calling, and César Frank was a clear inspiration for
musicians to come.

César Frank was born in 1822 in the city of Liége (of what is now
Belguim,) and was raised to be a concert pianist. In 1835, his fa-
ther took him to France to study at the Paris conservatoire,
where he would later be employed as a professor of organ study.
While he did not become famous for his piano skills, Frank
sought employment through the Church so that he could match
his faith, and was hired as an organist for several Catholic church-
es, with his final position at Saint-Clotilde. During this time, he
composed sacred works for chamber orchestra, choral ensembles,
and the organ, from which he found a wealth of creativity due
to the innumerable sound possibilities. Frank’s works became
famous for their impressionistic and improvisatory nature, and
you may know one of his most popular songs, Panis Angelicus!
His symphonic and cyclic organ works would continue to teach
and inspire classical organists and composers to come!
