“How are the girls?”  “You have such a beautiful family!”  These are things that I hear from many of 
you when I am at St. Luke on any given Sunday morning.  I appreciate your interest and your 
compliments and I am very proud of our girls and the young women that they have become.  I will 
gladly take some of the credit, but certainly not all of it.  

Charlie and I have been blessed with loving families who have instilled in us honesty, the value of 
hard work, sharing what we have, showing kindness to others, all through a strong faith in God.  
When we became engaged, we knew that we wanted to raise our family in the same kind of strong 
faith community in which we were raised. I happily converted to Catholicism and we began our life 
together.  When we moved to Long Valley, Franny was six, Mary, three, and Hattie, one.  We joined 
St. Luke, where Charlie sang the first mass he attended and the rest is history!   

I cannot imagine having raised our girls anywhere but in this community of St. Luke .  So 
begins my letter of gratitude.  

When I first came to St. Luke, I was invited to join the Women’s Book Discussion Group.  The first 
Wednesday, I arrived late to morning mass, flustered, with two toddlers in tow.  In spite of that, 
everyone seemed happy to see me, and at that moment, I knew I was home!  The special women in 
that group taught me so much about life, family and faith on those Wednesdays.  We were all at very 
different stages in our lives and we shared so much with humor and love.   I hold those fr iends very 
close in my heart.  

Vacation Bible School got me started in the CCD program.  There I met so many wonderful people 
who gave their time to the program, teaching the children of the parish about God’s love, mostly 
through their example of kindness, and spiritual energy.  The leadership given by Sister Diane, 
Maureen Murtagh, Kathy Allen, Nancy Hahn and the assistance of so many selfless volunteers and 
staff, did not go unnoticed by the Briggs girls.  Watching these people in action over the years h as 
made teaching and volunteering their time with children, a way of life for them.   

The Antioch Program led the girls through their high school years, giving them an idea of who they 
wanted to be as adults.  Under the leadership of Jim and Wendy Beatrice  and our youth ministers, 
Jeff DiLollo, Ryan Murtagh and Shawn Rieg, and many other committed adults, the teens shared 
their feelings and fears without judgment, and learned to be more accepting of others and of 
themselves. 

The girls have also witnessed a level of generosity at St. Luke that should make you all very proud.  
Through the Human Concerns ministry, and Operation ChillOut, this parish extends an amazing level 
of outreach within Long Valley and beyond.  It shows that even a modest contribution can  make such 
a difference in the lives of the needy.  The on-going support of outreach ministries at St. Luke is 
unparalleled and shows the importance of always sharing what we can with those less fortunate.  

I am always grateful to my husband, Charlie, for h is leadership with the music ministry.  Music has 
been a huge part of the girls’ life here at St. Luke and his commitment has meant so much to us all. I 
think that to this day, when the girls are home and singing in church, they feel a comfort here that  
they may not even fully realize.  Singing has given them a way to freely express their faith and 
engage others.  Even though it is Mother’s Day, I have to give a big thank you to Father Mike for 
creating that atmosphere of love and comfort for us.  Father Mike’s gift brings out the best in 
everyone.   It is his belief in us and what we can accomplish that makes this parish the great place 
that we all love. 

The level of commitment and energy given to  all the ministries at St. Luke has shown our girls and 
the youth of the parish, what it takes to make a church community positive and strong.  It proves that 
with love, sharing of talent and resources, and the guiding hand of God, great things happen.  The 
example of faith and giving that our girls have witnessed i n this church has surely made them the 
people that they are today.   

I am so grateful to all of you, the people of St. Luke, who have worked beside us to help raise three 
loving, strong, honest and hard-working young women.   We should all be very proud!!
