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A WORD FROM FR. IVAN 
 
 
Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 
 
In this present time of uncertainties and challenges of  immigrants throughout the country 
are experiencing. I want to support all immigrants of our parish. One can feel the tension 
that exist between the executive order of our President but also at the same time the fear 
that exist of the threat of terrorism. 
 
 My experience as a missionary priest in this beautiful country of being an immigrant and working with 
immigrants is in the DNA of our country.  A country of immigrants that has a history of assimilating people, of 
different languages, cultures, and religions. All these different pieces is what makes this country.  
 
As a country of immigrants since the beginning we are a parish of immigrants.   From the German and Austrian 
immigrants in the beginning years until today, we welcome in our congregation Burmese (majority), Vietnamese 
(few of our parishioners), African American and also Hispanic brothers and sisters. This is what makes our 
parish beautiful. In all the diversity God calls us to be a sign of unity and love for one another.  
 
Cardinal O’Malley, Archbishop of Boston, reassures us that “the US bishops are as committed to working for 
comprehensive immigration reform.  For a welcoming policy towards those who are fleeing persecution and 
violence.”  He said “It is our fervent prayer that people of goodwill from both political parties will be able to come 
together and forge a comprehensive immigration policy and laws that will reflect the idealism of this country.” 
 
Also Archbishop Hebda spoke in a press conference on January 30th saying, ““Even if it were not part of the 
fabric of our civil society, those of us who are Christians know that welcoming the stranger is part of the gospel 
imperative,” Archbishop Hebda added. “The mission entrusted to us by Christ is to hear the cry of those in need 
and respond with mercy and generosity.”  
 
In my experience here at St. Bernard we are giving the example of being a welcoming community and being a 
light for the North End Community of St. Paul.
