THE LONG-AWAITED ONE 
 As the Sundays of Advent unfold the scriptures shift 
focus from the final coming of the Lord to his historical birth.  
Today’s scriptures blend the two. Isaiah’s disillusionment with the 
kings of his own day led him to envision an ideal king who would 
rule with divine approval and be led by divine wisdom. For  
centuries the Jewish people anticipated the arrival of that Messiah, 
who would usher in a blessed age when the whole world would 
finally dwell in justice and peace. 
 After centuries of such growing expectation, the  
preaching of John the Baptist about the imminent arrival of the 
Messiah could not help but provoke intense interest. The Baptist’s 
message about preparation for “the one who is coming” (Matthew 
3:11) makes clear that Jesus is, in fact, the long-awaited one who 
is ushering in the new age foretold by Isaiah and all the prophets.

Note from Pastor:  
On 9 December 1531, Our blessed Mother Mary appeared to an Aztec 
Indian man named Cuauhtlatoatzin near present-day Mexico City.  
Cuauhtlatoatzin, or as he’s more commonly known by his Spanish name, 
Juan Diego, was hurrying to find a doctor for his dying uncle. Juan and 
his family were among the few Aztec Christians who had adopted the 
Christian religion of the newly-arrived Spanish. 
Mary convinced Juan to go visit the Bishop of Mexico Juan de  
Zumarraga and ask him to build a great church in her honor on the site 
where she was speaking—Tepeyac Hill.  The bishop didn’t believe Juan 
and told him to return only if he had a sign from Mary.   
Three days later he was returning to town to find a priest for his uncle 
was near death. Mary appeared again and assured him that his uncle 
would recover.  She told him to go back to the bishop with a sign—and 
she pointed out beautiful fresh roses on the side of the hill—a true rarity 
in mid-December. 
Juan collected the flowers and went to the bishop.  When he opened his 
cloak to show the flowers nothing came out. Instead the beautiful image 
of Mary, known as Our Lady of Guadalupe, was imprinted on his cloak. 
In the image, Mary appears as an Aztec woman to show the native  
peoples that God’s closeness is with them. 
The beautiful cloak, known as the tilma, has been revered ever since.  
The beautiful church was built for it, and within a few years, millions of 
native Americans had embraced the Catholic faith.  The basilica in  
Mexico City still houses the miraculous tilma today, almost 500 years 
later. It is the most visited Catholic pilgrimage site in the world. 
We celebrate this feast day every year at St. Mark’s in Silsbee with a 
festive Mass and celebration. I want to invite everyone to join us this 
year.  We will have special Guadalupe folklore musicians and dancers.  
The Mass will be next Sunday, Dec. 15, at 11:15 at St. Mark’s, with a 
procession after Mass, and the celebration to follow in Farmer Hall. 
You can bring some food to share, if you’d like.  There is plenty of  
English at the Mass, including the homily, so please join us even if you 
don’t speak Spanish, or just join us at 12:30 for the celebration to follow. 
Our Lady of Guadalupe and St. Juan Diego, pray for us!
