 WeŪve all been in situations where we wished for a better view, such as at a concert, a sporting event, a childŪs 

graduation or a play. Perhaps someone famous was expected, and we wanted a better vantage point. 
 

 ItŪs not difficult for us to appreciate what Zacchaeus was feeling when fretting that he might not get to see Jesus of 

Nazareth passing by. Nor would we fault him for running far ahead, finding a sycamore tree and climbing it.  
 

 Luke has kept a focus on discipleship these last few weeks. WeŪve heard parables about prayer and perseverance, 

and now this weekend we hear that, ŬJesus came to Jericho and intended to pass through that town.ŭ Luke presents a 

resolute and determined Jesus as well as a resolute and determined soon-to-be disciple in the person of Zacchaeus, who 

was short in stature but towering in resourcefulness.  
 

 Interestingly, it is Jesus who spots Zacchaeus because his eyes were fixed upward and focused heavenward toward 

his Father. Almost as a result of his constant prayer with the Father, Jesus discovers a new disciple. He then proceeds to 

call him by name and tells him that he means to stay with him that day.  
 

 Yes, the Good News of the Gospel is that someone has climbed a tree and when perched high, strained his eyes to 

look out into the crowd Ũnot in search of a passing preacherŨbut instead looking out in search of us. This tree is not 

the magnificent, leafy, fruited sycamore holding Zacchaeus high. Rather, it is the dry, shadeless, splintery Cross hold-

ing Our Lord higher still.  
 

 May we always fix our gaze upward in prayer so as to find Jesus and then welcome him with joy, 

for he means to stay with us today!
