Dear Friends, 
  

 If any of us were asked what it means to live for the Lord, I think itŪs safe to say that we would all be 

able to come up with lots of answers. Follow the Gospel. Have faith. Be virtuous. Serve God by serving the 

needs of others. Work for peace. Love one another.  
 

 What if, however, someone posed a seemingly similar question by asking what it meant to die for the 

Lord? Other than the obvious answer of actual martyrdom, would any of us be able to respond with many 

meaningful answers?  
  

 ThereŪs an expression thatŪs very commonly used these days. We hear it said or have even used it 

ourselves: I love so-and-so to death. But what does it really mean to make such a profession? Presumably, it 

means one would go so far as to risk their own life for their beloved spouse, child, sibling or friend. ItŪs the 

ultimate length to which one would go for another, and it is precisely the Sacrifice Jesus made for each of us. 
 

St. PaulŪs Letter to the Romans reminds the early believers that Christ loved us all to his death. He 

goes on to teach them (and us) that we are called to live for the Lord and die for the Lord. This death, 

however, doesnŪt mean that we necessarily shed our blood for Christ, although it has meant that for some 

Christians throughout history, including St. Paul himself.  
 

Rather, it means that we are called to Ŭdieŭ to that which is not of God. Through prayer and sacrifice, 

GodŪs grace empowers us to overcome the passing lure of whatever this world might offer. That same grace 

keeps us focused on GodŪs Kingdom ever mindful that, more than anything else, itŪs to die 

for!
