NOTE FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Parishioners,

At the time of this writing, | had heard the great news that
we can now have up to 100 people in our churches (or 50%
capacity) starting this coming Tuesday. This will really make it
easier on us in terms of registering for Mass by doing it right at the
door instead of online ahead of time. My only prayer now is that
people come back to the Sacraments. After being away for a time,
it is hard to get back into the habit. Let us pray together that
everyone and more will return to Holy Communion. We may
continue to need the overflow since our “pre-covid days” had
greater than 100 people attending each Mass so coming late may
mean that you would be in another room watching Mass on a
screen but getting Holy Communion. | have to say that when |
heard the news, | felt some relief after what has been a long
ordeal.

We will continue the parking lot Masses for the month of
October since a number of people do not yet feel comfortable
being inside a building. My guess is that by November, it will be
too cold to continue outside. | have learned these days to take it
one step at a time. Who knows what will happen in November?

You may have noticed that we are repairing Holy Family
exterior. | have been told that the material on the building makes
for a beautiful structure but is not practical for the Northeast
weather. The sandstone belongs in less harsh climates than we
have in Maine. After they repair the parts that have fallen off, they
will wash and seal the building to protect it from the elements.
The company doing the work told me that we should plan to do
this every 5 to 7 years to keep it from crumbling. In the past, they
used an oil-based sealant, which could last 20 years. However,
because of environmental laws, they had to switch to a water-
based product, which unfortunately does not last as long. It is very
important that we keep the building from crumbling around us.
