1.  Easter Triduum of the Lord's passion and resurrection. 
 
2.  Christmas, Epiphany, Ascension, and Pentecost.   

Sundays of Advent, Lent, and the Easter season.   
Ash Wednesday.   
Weekdays of Holy Week from Monday to Thursday 
inclusive.   
Days within the octave of Easter. 

 
3.  Solemnities of the Lord, the Blessed Virgin Mary, and 

saints listed in the General Calendar.   
All Souls. 

 
4.  Proper solemnities, namely:   

a. solemnity of the principal patron of the place, that is, 
the city  or state;  
b. solemnity of the dedication of a particular church and 
the anniversary;  
c. solemnity of the title of a particular church; 
d. solemnity of the title or of the founder or of the 
principal patron of a religious order or congregation.

b. obligatory memorials listed in the calendar of a 
diocese, or of  an order or congregation.
