Who is your patron Saint? 
 
22 July is the Feast of St. Mary Magdalene, and even 
though Sunday trumps her feast day, she is just too 
good to miss. 
 

“Mary Magdalene loved Jesus the Truth, and so 

washed away with her tears the stains of 

wickedness…Jesus said: ‘Her many sins have been 

forgiven her, because she loved much.’ After the 

Resurrection she came to the sepulcher and failed 

to find the body of the Lord there… ‘The disciples 

came, and saw…and went back to the place where 

they had been…but Mary Magdalene stood outside 

the sepulcher weeping.’  When even the disciples 

departed from the sepulcher, she did not depart.  

She sought for him whom she had not found, 

weeping as she searched; being inflamed with the 

fire of her love, she burned with desire for him 

who she believed had been taken away.  So it 

happened that she who stayed behind to seek him 

was the only one who saw him.  Surely the essence 

of every good work is perseverance, and Jesus the 

Truth has told us that the person who perseveres 

to the end is the one who will be saved.’” 
- Pope St. Gregory the Great (+604) 

 
One reason why Mary Magdalene is such a powerful 
figure is that she didn’t go back to the place from 
where she came, but she clung to Christ!  She clings to 
love.  She knows what it really means to be loved and 
so finds no consolation in lesser loves.  Whenever I 
make a pilgrimage I ask Mary Magdalene to be my 
intercessor for conversion; to show me how to cling to 
Christ and abandon what holds me to the place where I 
was before.  Do you have a Saint you ask for help 
from?  Is there a Saint whose witness inspires you? 
 
St. John Vianney had two Saints he often asked 
intercession from – one for miracles and another for 
finances.  I stole his M.O.  Ever since we got our new 
statue of St. Joseph, I’ve asked St. Joseph to be our 
particular intercessor for all the material, spiritual and 
financial needs of our families, school and parish.  I 
figure if the Father trusted Him with His family’s needs, 
then he’s a good one for me too. 
 

Since childhood I’ve often heard people say, “It 
takes a village…” Who is in your village?  What 
Saint can be a companion to you right now?
